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e-Buy Enhancements
Attention all buyers and sellers!  GSA is continually improving e-Buy, the Federal government’s premier Request-for-Quote system.  We have introduced several new enhancements that we hope will better your e-Buy experience.
Buyers:
· We have added the ability to sort RFQs by RFQ ID, RFQ Title, Status, and Date.  Simply go to “My RFQs” and click on the column title to sort.  
· Links to vendor attachments have been added to the “RFQ Detail” screen and you can now add notes to each vendor quote.  
· We have added a new quote status “Contract Expired”.  Previously, a quote would disappear from the list of quotes if the contract expired.  Now you are informed if a seller’s contract expires when reviewing quotes.  Awards cannot be made to a seller having an expired contract.  The “Contract Expired” quote status will be removed if the contract is renewed.

· The address book has been updated and simplified (now consistent with GSA Advantage address book).  

· You can now include overseas shipping addresses in e-Buy.
· The purchase order creation process has been improved and streamlined when electing to create a PO from within e-Buy.
Sellers:
· You can now sort your quotes by RFQ ID, RFQ Title, Buyer, Quote ID, Quote Status and Date.  Simply click on the column title to sort.  
· Buyer modifications are now dated for easier identification.  

· Schedule(s) and SIN(s) selected by the buyer now appear on the RFQ (Prepare Quote Response screen) for your reference.

· Time remaining on an RFQ is now shown (i.e. 1D 4H 15M).

· New training materials!  From the e-Buy homepage, click on “e-Buy Training” to access new webcasts and updated tutorials.
