Service Contract Act (SCA) Matrix
Service Contract Act:  The Service Contract Act (SCA) is applicable to this contract as it applies to the entire Professional Services Schedule (PSS) Schedule and all services provided. DESCRIPTIONS OF SERVICES
We offer group or private language training at all levels and for all purposes.  Our proficiency

based approach to language training focuses on communication first and foremost.  Language

training is offered as initial acquisition training, refresher or sustainment training, and training for

skills improvement and can be customized to meet students’ specific needs.

From the start, we work closely with the customer to determine each student’s specific language

learning needs. Next, we communicate those needs to an appropriately qualified instructor and,

in consultation with the instructor, secure any additional training resources that may be

indicated. A course syllabus is then created that specifies course goals, objectives, and student

learning outcomes and provides a daily training schedule that will allow the student to efficiently

and effectively achieve the stated learning outcomes.  In order to assure that training meets

student learning goals and objectives, continuous feedback is sought both formally and informally

throughout the period of training. First‐week feedback surveys are conducted at the end of the

first week of training and are reviewed by administrators and instructors and shared with the

customer. End‐of‐course evaluations are similarly conducted at the close of a course in order to

determine whether students are satisfied with the results of their training. These results are also

shared with the instructor and the customer.

Pre‐ and post‐course language training testing is conducted at no extra charge through the use of

standardized assessment instruments in order to evaluate the areas in which progress has been

made over the course of training. Testing instruments focus broadly on reading, writing, listening,

and speaking skills. Specifically, testing is divided into content and linguistic categories of analysis.

Content analysis focuses on the student’s ability to discern and distinguish between main and

supporting ideas. Linguistic analysis focuses on the student’s understanding of vocabulary,

structure, and elements of discourse. The pre‐ and post‐course testing instruments employed by

the school allow us to provide customers with specific measures of progress in all of the

areas cited above. These trainings can either be delivered in person or virtually.
