The following is applicable to both SIN 27-400 & SIN 27-600 on-site deliveries:
Facilities and Equipment for On-Site Courses: The client is responsible for all equipment and facilities necessary to be utilized for courses delivered on-site.  Should the client not have access to an appropriate facility for the course delivery in the Washington, DC area, ESI may provide one of its classrooms in Arlington, VA (Rosslyn or Ballston areas) and charge the client $750/per day for each classroom utilized.  If ESI classrooms are not available in the Washington, DC area or if the client desires delivery outside the Washington, DC area and does not have its own facilities, ESI will arrange for the facilities and will bill the client at cost plus the addition of a 10% general and administrative overhead fee.  In like manner, if the course to be delivered requires computers, printers and/or internet access for the students and the client cannot provide them, ESI will arrange for the necessary equipment and bill the client at cost plus a 10% general and administrative overhead fee.  Once the client contractually commits to the delivery of the course and ESI's provision of the facility and/or equipment, the client is responsible for any costs incurred by ESI associated with facilities and/or equipment, including the general and administrative overhead fee, as applicable, in the event of a cancellation by the client within 30 days of the scheduled course delivery.  

Tailored delivery of shortened duration on-site courses - If the client requests and ESI agrees that a tailored, shortened duration on-site delivery of a class would be appropriate, ESI will develop a tailored agenda meeting the client's needs.  ESI will charge the client a fixed price for customizing the course agenda and instructor’s notes, etc.  Pricing for customizing the product will be based on a $200/hour basis for the effort involved.  The full delivery price will be based upon the prices for on-site courses delivered with the same duration as the tailored delivery, plus the additional customization cost.  For example, the on-site per student cost for a course usually delivered in 4 days which is tailored and delivered in 2 days would be the 2 day price above. The total cost billed would the per student price multiplied by the number of students, plus an agreed to fixed price customization charge,  plus instructor travel & living expenses (T&L) costs.  Since there are no shorter durations for the 3 day turbo extended day delivery Contract Management courses or for the Business Skills courses, if the client and ESI agree that any of these courses can be delivered in 2 days, the price will be 2/3rds of the normal 3 day turbo extended or Business Skills price plus the customization costs and instructor T&L.  Shortened duration courses may affect the certificates and credit earned by the student.
