The Special Item Number (SIN) available under this contract provides for a wide range of RFID and UID services. SIN 617 13  Unique Identification (UID)/Radio Frequency Identification (RFID)

For a variety of applications including supply chain management, logistics, and anti-counterfeiting, to improve inventory management and reduce operating costs.  Unique Identification (UID) is a system of distinguishing one object from another.  UID of items requires that qualifying items have a data matrix inscribed either directly on the item or on a permanent machine-readable label affixed to the item.  UID is a mandatory Department of Defense (DoD) requirement for all acquisitions beginning January 1, 2004.  It is also mandatory that all legacy items and all Government Furnished Property (GFP) be marked by January 1, 2006.  Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) is a method of remotely storing and retrieving data using devices called RFID tags/transponders.  An RFID tag is a small object integrated with a silicon chip, such as an adhesive sticker, that can be attached to or incorporated into a product.  RFID tags contain antennas to enable them to receive and respond to radio-frequency queries from an RFID transceiver.  RFID allows for individual items to have a unique identifier and can identify many items at once.  RFID enables consumer packaged goods companies, retailers and other industries to improve their operating efficiency throughout their supply chains.  

Labor Categories Description & Qualifications 

GSA has approved the following Adaptive RFID, Inc. labor categories and associated qualifications for RFID and UID-related services for SIN 617 13 under this contract.  For each of the categories listed, 6 years of general experience plus a high school diploma or equivalent are considered equivalent to a bachelor’s degree.  Four years of general experience plus a bachelor’s degree are considered equivalent to a master’s degree.  Four years of general experience plus a master’s degree are considered equivalent to a Ph.D. 
RFID Engineering Consultant

Job Duties:  Performs a variety of engineering tasks concerned with requirement gathering, design, configuration, and implementation of RFID enabled processes.  Gathers requirements and facilitates end-user signoff.  Designs solutions.  Configures software.  Assists with product and process validation.  Installs RFID/UID hardware.  Trains users.  Performs project management and administration tasks.  Interfaces will all levels of users and client management.

Job Qualifications:  Minimum of Bachelors Degree or equivalent and 8 years of relevant experience in process design and software implementation.  Team average experience exceeds 20 years.

Software Developer

Job Duties:  Performs a variety of software design, programming, testing and documentation tasks.  Work includes the design, development and implementation of RFID/UID/Sensor software, and integration thereof with ERP and other operational control systems. 

Job Qualifications:  Bachelors degree or equivalent and 4 years of relevant experience in software design and software programming.  Team average experience exceeds 10 years.
1. Trained Personnel

Adaptive RFID staff must pass through a probation period of 3 – 6 months.  During this time they learn the fundamentals of auto-id (RFID/Barcode/etc.) and how to use the Adaptive RFID software to address client operating workflows and physical environment scenarios.  During this period, new employees work at our facilities, or under direct supervision at client facilities.

After the probationary period, employees work more extensively at client sites.  Our past practice has been to require one year of experience before allowing employees to function in project management roles.
