Travel and Per Diem:  Pricing as noted herein excludes any travel and per diem costs that may be necessary to complete the SOW service obligations. Specific travel and per diem costs will be negotiated with each government agency at the time of contract award.
Software License Agreement:  Following the six (6) month warranty period, an Annual Software License Agreement is required. The license includes CompeteNet software updates, bugs and fixes necessary to stay aligned with changes to 3rd party software including Macromedia Flash and Microsoft.

Combined Annual Software License Agreement and Video Maintenance License:  As an option when video asset maintenance is anticipated.  Video asset maintenance is specific to video updates/revisions within the SIM based on factual changes, within the same original scenario and instructional design.  This option does not include the re-filming of scenarios.
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
