CURTAIN & DRAPERY SPECIFICATION

Please note: All CURTAINS have sixty percent fullness. All valances and borders (aka “DRAPERY”) have fifty percent fullness. Fullness means additional fabric used to give a curtain its body.  

All CURTAINS and DRAPERY are sewn with French Seams, interlocking with no raw edges exposed. All bottom hems have flat tape weights sewn along the hem for flat, square appearance. All top headers are reinforced, with snap hooks sewn into pleats and riveted for extra strength and superior appearance. A fire strip is sewn along outside vertical hem for filed flame testing and/or curtain repair (if needed). 

WARANTEE

All curtains and drapes are under warantee by Commercial Drapes Co Inc against manufacturing and material defects for a period of  one year upon date of acceptance. This warrantee does not cover damages incurred after acceptance of our products.

HOW TO USE THIS CATALOGUE

Determining the size of stage curtains and drapery:

Height: Measure from the eye of the track carrier (the moving body on the track where the curtain attaches to) to the floor. Deduct one to two inches depending on preference of appearance. Deduct one inch if you wish curtain to be touching the floor. Allow two inches if you prefer the curtain to fully clear the floor. If the curtain will be opened and closed regularly, we recommend a two inch deduction.
EYE OF TRACK CARRIER WITH CURTAIN ATTACHED:
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Width: Match the width of the curtain track where curtain is to be installed. Measure both sides of the track system if curtain is to be bi-parting (if the curtain(s) are to be installed as pairs). The width is the distance each panel covers.

Valances, borders, stationary curtains: 

Measure the existing drapery, both height and width.  Width is determined by the running length of the drapery.  Valance and Border height is determined from the point of attachment to the bottom of the existing drapery, or to a preferred height above the stage floor.  Stationary curtain height and width is determined in the same manner as stage curtains (see above). If the stationary curtain is to be attached to a pipe batten, measure from the bottom of the pipe batten.

Once size is determined:

Examine the size entries in the catalogue. Select the next highest size and width if measurements fall between two listed sizes.  When ordering, list and include all actual sizes.
