All shipments are F.O.B. Farmingdale, New York.

FABRICS
All fabrics meet the criteria of the NFPA 701 small or large scale test.  

DRAPERY SPECIFICATIONS
1.  Minimum fullness to be 100%.

2.  Pinch pleated draperies to have 4" permanent buckram.

3.  Side hems to be 1 ½" blind stitched (except blackout fabric).

4.  All vertical seams to be surged and over locked.

5.  Weights in all corners.

6.  All draperies are to be pressed and flat folded.

7.  All draperies are to be placed in plastic bags before packaging and shipping.

9.  Bottom hems to be double hemmed 4" and blind stitched.

WIDTH OF ROD:

1.  Determine where rod is to be placed.

2.  Determine width of rod.

FINISHED LENGTH OF DRAPERY:

1.  Determine area to be covered with drapery.

2.  Measure from top of rod to bottom of drapery.

3.  It is recommended that drapery cover either:



a) From ceiling to 4" below sill

b) 4" above window to 4" below sill
