ADDENDUM A
PRODUCT WARRANTY
All hardware purchased by GOVERNMENT AGENCY from DHS shall be warranted fully by DHS for a period of twelve (12) months from DHS’s invoice date against (A) any defects in manufacturing or design, or (B) any failure of the Product sample provided to GOVERNMENT AGENCY by DHS. In addition to the preceding warranty to be provided by DHS, GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall have any and all rights and benefits of any manufacturer’s warranty 
(other than DHS), except as required otherwise by law, this warranty shall be limited to the free prompt repair or replacement of any defective hardware or sub-assemblies, and is made on condition that DHS shall have the right to examine and determine whether any alleged defect was caused by reason of abnormal use, abuse, unapproved modification, incorrect servicing or gross negligence following its original shipment by DHS, in which case, the DHS warranty shall not be applicable. All costs of warranty repair or replacement and the shipment back to and from DHS via standard 2-day ground delivery shall be borne by DHS. EXCEPT AS REQUIRED BY LAW, THIS WARRANTY IS IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER WARRANTIES OF MERCHANT ABILITY, FITNESS, PERFORMANCE OR OTHER WISE, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, STATUTORY OR BY OPERATION OF LAW. GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall make no warranty, guaranty or representation, whether written or oral, or DHS’s behalf to any end-user purchaser of the Product. 
PURCHASE ORDERS
Purchase orders by GOVERNMENT AGENCY for DHS products must be in writing and submitted by email, by facsimile or similar electronic transmission, by prepaid US mail or overnight delivery service. DHS will only accept purchase orders from GOVERNMENT AGENCY signed by on behalf of GOVERNMENT AGENCY or such other person as may be designated in writing by GOVERNMENT AGENCY as an authorized signatory. DHS shall acknowledged the receipt of all purchase orders in writing and within five (5) days following receipt by DHS, a purchase order shall be either accepted as tendered or rejected in writing. Any acceptance shall also communicate to GOVERNMENT AGENCY the projected shipping date of the order (which date shall be in accordance with the purchase order if a date is specified in the purchase order). If DHS does not respond to GOVERNMENT AGENCY within 5 business days after receipt of order than order shall be considered accepted; provided however than any non-standard term must be accepted in writing by DHS and DHS agrees to accept commercially reasonable non-standard terms in writing such time period. Preprinted terms and conditions set forth in any purchase order, other than the terms pertaining to the quantity, description, delivery dates, and pricing of the Products, shall not be deemed approved or accepted by DHS if they are inconsistent with the terms and conditions specified in this Agreement. DHS will use best efforts to accommodate shipping dates requested by GOVERNMENT AGENCY (but shall comply with any shipping date which is agreed as specific a non-standard term).
2. Cancellation by GOVERNMENT AGENCY
GOVERNMENT AGENCY may cancel an individual order for standard Products by giving DHS written notice of such cancellation no less than fifteen (15) business days prior to the scheduled shipping date of such order. Restocking charges will not apply to orders cancelled by DEALER 15 days or more prior to scheduled shipping date. 
3. Restocking Charges

GOVERNMENT AGENCY may return an individual order or part of an order by receiving a Return Material Authorization (RMA), issued at the sole discretion of DHS. Returns, other than returns of defective or non-conforming Product, made within twenty (20) days following shipment by DHS are subject to a fifteen percent (15%) restocking charge; returns made after twenty (20) days following shipment by DHS shall be subject to a twenty five percent (25%) restocking charge. No products may be returned to DHS for restocking after sixty (60) days from shipment by DHS. Returned items must be unused and in reasonably same condition as when shipped by DHS, normal wear and tear expected on the packaging material.

4. Acceptance and Acceptance Test Criteria

GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall have ten (10) business days following receipt of Products to conduct acceptance testing and to accept such product as being within the specifications for the Product. Products not rejected in a timely manner shall be deemed accepted by GOVERNMENT AGENCY; however, nothing herein shall relieve DHS of any warranty obligation. Rejected Products shall be returned to DHS freight collect and GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall deduct DHS’s charges for rejected Products from any outstanding DHS invoice. GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall accept re-shipment of replacement of the rejected Product if DHS remedies the non-conformity within twenty (20) days following its receipt of returned Product. If DHS does not cure any such non conformity within twenty (20) days following its receipt of the returned Product and GOVERNMENT AGENCY has paid for such Product, DHS will promptly refund or credit the purchase price of the returned Product. 
PRODUCT REPAIR
DHS shall offer repair services for Product not covered by DHS’s warranty. Prior to shipping any Product to DHS for a repair, GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall first obtain from DHS a Return Material Authorization (RMA) number, and then ship all Products requiring repair to DHS’s repair facility. All unwarranted repair shipments must be accompanied by a Purchase Order authorization the repair and shall be identified by the RMA number assigned by DHS. DHS will return the shipment to the shipper unless the shipper is outside the United States, in which event DHS will return the shipment to GOVERNMENT AGENCY or GOVERNMENT AGENCY’s designated representative in the United States, with notification to GOVERNMENT AGENCY that the repair has been completed, along with an invoice describing the repair and setting forth the cost thereof. Should non-warranty repair costs for any RMA exceed thirty percent (30%) of the Product’s Pricing, DHS will notify GOVERNMENT AGENCY and obtain GOVERNMENT AGENCY’s authorization before proceeding with the repair. The cost of non-warranty repair and shipment each way shall be borne by GOVERNMENT AGENCY.
LIMITATION OF LIABILITY
1. Indemnity
(A)  GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall defend, indemnify, and hold DHS harmless from and against any claims, demands, liabilities or expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs) for any injury or damage, including, but not limited to, any personal or bodily injury or tangible property damage, arising out of or resulting in any way from any alleged defects in the material, workmanship, or performance of Product which is covered by GOVERNMENT AGENCY’s warranty, or any other alleged active act, omission or misrepresentation by GOVERNMENT AGENCY. 
(B) DHS shall defend, indemnify, and hold GOVERNMENT AGENCY harmless from and against any claims, demands, liabilities, or expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs) for any injury or damage, including, but not limited to, any personal or bodily injuries or tangible property damage, arising out of or resulting in any way from any alleged act, omission, or misrepresentation by DHS.
LIMITATION OF LIABILITY – EXCEPT AS OTHERWISE STATED HEREIN, AND EXCEPT TO THE EXTENT OF PERSONAL INJURY OR DEATH, NEITHER PARTY SHALL BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER FOR LOST PROFITS OR BUSINESS, INDIRECT, CONSEQUENTIAL OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES, WHETHER BASED IN CONTRACT OR TORT (INCLUDING NEGLIEGENCE, STRICT LIABILITY OR OTHERWISE) WHETHER OR NOT EITHER PARTY HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES. THESE LIMITATIONS SHALL APPLY NOTWITHSTANDING ANY FAILURE OF ESSENTIAL PURPOSE OF ANY LIMITED REMEDY.
2. Insurance

It is further understood and agreed that DHS is not an insurer and that GOVERNMENT AGENCY shall maintain its own product liability insurance on any Systems and each party maintain such other customary business package insurance as is prudent under the circumstances. DHS does not represent or warrant that DHS Products will avert or prevent occurrences, or the consequences there from, which are monitored, detected or controlled with use of the Products. 

3. No Representations Not in Writing

The communication of advice, approvals, opinions regarding the characteristics of various products in the market place, or cost projections by DHS or GOVERNMENT AGENCY sales personnel or other representative shall be deemed expressions of personal opinion only and shall not affect DHS and GOVERNMENT AGENCY with the explicit statement that it constitutes an amendment to this Agreement or a separate Agreement between the Parties pertaining to a specified order or System.

ADDENDUM B

Special Item Numbers 246-50; 246-51; and 246-52 (as defined by GSA)
SPECIAL ITEM NUMBER 246-50 – ANCILLARY SERVICES

Includes, but is not limited to: services necessary to install the system (from design through start-up), maintain the system (including maintenance agreements, which may not exceed the term of this contract), or training. Under no circumstance shall this include construction (Construction is defined as construction, alteration, or repair of buildings, structures, or other real property, as defined by Federal Acquisition Regulation 36.102).

Contractors may subcontract any ancillary services ordered under this Special Item Number, unless specifically prohibited by the contracting officer issuing the order against the Multiple Award Schedule contract. Contractors are responsible for insuring that the scope of work is completed and all warranties are honored. Subcontractors must be licensed and bonded. Compliance with all local laws, regulations, and ordinances are the responsibility of the prime contractor. The prime contractor shall accept full responsibility and liability for all work performed by subcontractors, at any level or tier. The Government reserves the right to apply liquidated damages whenever the required delivery date is not met. Contractors are required to maintain insurance in accordance with Clause 52.228-5, Insurance – Work on a Government Installation. Agencies’ Scope of Work will inform the Contractor of the required insurance amounts. Clause 52.228-5 is made part of this contract by reference. In addition, the contracting officer for the ordering agency may insert any agency unique requirements for the job, including employee suitability determination requirements (security checks), into the scope of work.

AGENCIES MUST FULLY DEFINE THE SCOPE OF REQUIRED SERVICES (INCLUDING INSURANCE AMOUNTS) AND OBTAIN PRICE QUOTATIONS FROM SCHEDULE CONTRACTORS FOR THAT SCOPE. ACCURATE DEFINITION OF THE SCOPE IS ESSENTIAL IN ORDER TO FACILITATE REALISTIC QUOTATIONS. THE CONTRACTING OFFICER FOR THE ORDERING AGENCY SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR OBTAINING PRICING INFORMATION AND THE NEGOTIATION AND AWARD OF THE SERVICES REQUIRED BY THE SCOPE OF WORK. 
THE CONTRACTING OFFICER FOR THE ORDERING AGENCY SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DETERMINING THE PRICE IS FAIR AND REASONABLE. AGENCIES ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL ADMINISTRATION OF ORDERS ISSUED UNDER THIS SIN. 

CONTRACTOR QUOTES SHALL DETAIL ALL PRODUCT ITEMS (WITH THEIR RESPECTIVE PRICES) AND ONE PRICE FOR ANY SERVICES TO BE 
PROVIDED UNDER THIS SPECIAL ITEM NUMBER. THE AGENCY WILL DETERMINE THE BEST VALUE TO THE GOVERNMENT BASED ON THE QUOTATIONS RECEIVED. AGENCY ORDERS SHOULD DETAIL ANY REQUIRED SERVICES AS A SEPARATE LINE ITEM.
SIN 246-51 - INSTALLATION REQUIRING CONSTRUCTION 

INCLUDES: Installations which require construction, as defined in FAR 36.102. Note: Ancillary services involving installation which do not meet the definition of construction as defined in FAR 36.102 shall be covered under SIN 246-50. 

Contractors may subcontract installation under this special item number, unless specifically prohibited by the contracting officer issuing the order against the Multiple Award Schedule contract. Contractors are responsible for insuring that the scope of work is completed and all warranties are honored. Subcontractors must be licensed and bonded. Compliance with all local laws, regulations and ordinances are the responsibility of the 

prime contractor. The prime contractor shall accept full responsibility and liability for all work performed by subcontractors, at any tier or level. The Government reserves the right to apply liquidated damages whenever the required delivery is not met. All Construction Contract Clauses and Davis-Bacon regulations as shown in Appendix 1 of this solicitation will apply to agency orders placed against the schedule contract. In addition, the contracting officer for the ordering agency may insert any unique requirements for the job, including employee suitability determination requirements (security checks), into the scope of work. 

It is the agency’s responsibility to define the scope of work required for installation, and to comply with the Construction Contract Clauses and Davis-Bacon regulations. Performance clauses will be modified for each job by the requiring agency. Contractors shall quote prices based on the agency’s scope of work. Quotes shall detail separate line items for product, ancillary services and/or installation involving construction. All payments and orders must be placed with the prime contractor. All construction work must be guaranteed for any defect in workmanship and materials. The agency will determine the best value to the Government based on the quotations received. The contracting officer for the ordering agency shall be responsible for obtaining pricing information and the negotiation and award of the installation required by the scope of work. The contracting officer for the ordering agency shall be responsible for determining the prices are fair and reasonable. The ordering agency is responsible for all administration of orders issued under this Special Item Number. Agency orders should detail installation requiring construction as a separate line item.
