SERVICE DESCIPTIONS

Name: Radio Media Tours (RMTs)

Description: A series of back-to-back radio interviews that allows your spokesperson to be interviewed by multiple radio stations and/or networks within a few hours. RMTs generally take about two to four hours of your spokesperson's time, depending upon how many interviews you would like to complete. Interviews are typically booked in ten-minute windows, allowing a maximum of six scheduled interviews per hour.
Deliverables:

· Interviews airing on 99% of stations/networks conducting interviews

· Written pitch notification

· Booking interviews during designated interview times

· CD copy of each interview from the tour

Name: Audio News Releases
Description: A 60-second packaged news story that includes a sound bite from your spokesperson that is approximately 20-seconds in length. The story is pitched and fed to interested stations and networks over the phone. ANRs are pitched during morning drive time when newsrooms are fully staffed. Stations and networks can download audio from our radio content site www.radionewssource.com, request an audio file via e-mail or record an audio feed over a phone line. A fax and/or e-mail of the script is made available to the stations and networks as well. Audio news releases may also be distributed by state or region.

· Written script

· Production of the spokesperson's sound bite and 60-second report

· CD and/or MP3 copy of the produced audio news release

Name: Audio Bite Lines
Description: An 800-number line for stations and networks to call and record sound bites and/or an audio news release. Stations can also download audio from our radio content site www.radionewssource.com. A broadcast alert, sent via fax or e-mail, is utilized to alert stations and networks of the news story and availability of the audio. A brief introduction and description of the story precedes the audio on the line. Each station and/or network calling the line is contacted to determine usage. In addition, a random sampling of stations and networks sent the broadcast alert are contacted to determine potential audience reach figures.

· Written broadcast alert

· Scripting and voicing the introduction

· Production and placement of the sound on 800# line and on content website www.radionewssource.com

Name: Public Service Announcements (PSAs)

Description: Produced audio reports or written scripts from a non-profit organization, foundation or charity, generally running 15-seconds, 30-seconds, 45-seconds, and 60-seconds in length. PSAs are generated for on air use by radio stations and/or networks to promote a specific social message aimed at increasing public awareness or having listeners take action about a particular issue.
Deliverables:

· Consultation on creative work and production of PSA

· Recording of PSA via phone or formatting recorded PSAs

· Written cover letter to accompany the PSA

· Placement of the story on content website www.radionewssource.com

Name: Podcast

Description: A podcast is a three to four minute audio file that includes a narrated introduction and an interview with your spokesperson. Radio reporters and consumers can access them on our content website, www.radionewssource.com, and download them onto their iPod, other MP3 player or personal computer. An alert through an RSS feed will accompany each podcast to inform radio reporters and consumers of the podcast availability. An MP3 file is available for your use internally or to post on your website.
Deliverables:

· Recording the spokesperson’s interview over the phone; 

· Producing the introduction and spokesperson’s interview;
