Coordinates with the IMS Graphics Division 
for specific projects.  
 
Sr. Public Affairs Specialist  
Directs issues management and public affairs 
projects, often with substantial autonomy to 
complete specific tasks or to manage areas of a 
project, and at times an entire project. Often 
directs the work of Public Affairs Specialists to 
accomplish broad areas of projects.  Work 
often requires writing, editing, and working 
closely with graphic support personnel to create 
support products.
