Labor Category: General Manager 
 

Minimum/General Experience: Minimum 2 years of experience in security work and/or 
aviation or cargo screening work.  One year previous experience supervising strongly desired.  

Individual must possess basic aptitude and physical abilities, including color perception, visual 
and aural acuity, physical coordination and motor skills.
