Job Title: Executive (CEO/President)

Job duties description:  This position handles client services at the highest level.  This position handles negotiating client contracts, assigning roles, bidding on jobs, and financial settlements.

Years of Experience:  5 Years

Job Title: Event Manager
Job duties description:  This position handles each event from concept to execution and follows up with post event summaries and analysis for improvement.  This position handles pre-event logistics of working with the facility, staff, vendors, security, hotels, floor plans, and exhibitors associated with each specific event.  The position also involves the implementation of marketing and promotional strategy to meet the goals of each individual event.  

Education Level Required: Bachelors Degree

Certification Requirements: CMP Recommended but not required

Years of Experience:  2 years

Job Title: Event Supervisor
Job duties description:  This position manages the overall event and administrative performance.  This position handles marketing strategy and implementation, project scoping and management, budgeting, fulfillment and client proposals.

Years of Experience:  4 years

Job Title: Event Coordinator
Job duties description:  This position handles specific requirements, as assigned by an event manager or event supervisor.  This position handles onsite logistics, research, ordering, and additional tasks as needed.

Years of Experience:  1 Year
