NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY ACT PROJECTS

Projects requiring NEPA documentation would entail an investigation into the proposed project area’s physical, biological and social resources.  An analysis of physical resources would include describing the geological resources within the project area and interpreting how the project would affect these resources.  Data sources would include U.S. Geological Survey publications. An analysis of biological resources would include an investigation of threatened and endangered species, surface water sources, wetlands and vegetation within the project area and interpretation of how the project would affect these resources.  Data sources would include U.S. Geological Survey water resources data, county soil surveys, sole source aquifer mapping, state drinking water and surface water quality standards, state water quality inventory report, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency databases, wellhead protection programs, Federal Emergency Management Agency, National Wetland Inventory maps, field guides to regional flora and fauna, state natural heritage databases and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service databases.  An analysis of social resources would include an investigation of the socioeconomic situation within the project area including community demographics, land use, zoning, community cohesiveness and land use planning compatibility and interpreting how the project would affect these resources.

WRITING AND EDITING

Projects requiring large documents to be produced will be assigned a writer/editor.  The writer/editor will organize and track the production of the report, review each section to ensure that the required information is present and presented in a coherent fashion, check all numbers for consistency, define acronyms and abbreviations, check spelling and grammar and ensure that the document will be ready before any deadlines.

NATURAL RESOURCE STUDIES

Reporting of natural resource studies will be conducted as described under National Environmental Policy Act Projects and Writing and Editing.  Some of the techniques for conducting field surveys are described below.

· Wetland delineations will be conducted according to the 1987 U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Wetlands Delineation Manual.   

· Botanical surveys may focus on individual species (ie., threatened and endangered species), a group of species (ie., exotic plant species), or all species (ie., botanical inventories). Protected plant and exotic plant surveys are conducted during the growing season using foot transects with 100 percent coverage in appropriate habitats.  Botanical inventories are conducted during the growing season by establishing transects in each vegetative community within the project area and recording plant species along the transect.  

· Protected animal surveys are conducted using ground and aerial surveys.  Aerial surveys are usually conducted in the fall after deciduous trees have dropped their leaves.  

· Fish surveys will be conducted using electro-shocking techniques.
