A danger pay (and/or hardship post) differential is authorized under this contract for work performed in Camp As Sayyliyah, Qatar as specified by the U.S. Department of State.  This differential is directly tied to the U.S. Department of State Standardized Regulations Tables on the date that a specific task order is written.  This applies to all labor categories contained herein.  Usage of this rate is limited to U.S. Based Contractor Employees performing work in the designated locale.  The ordering agency has the sole authority to authorize or not authorize the Danger Pay and/or Hardship Post rate on an order by order basis. 
The Service Contract Act (SCA) is applicable to this contract as it applies to the entire MOBIS Schedule and all services provided. While no specific labor categories have been identified as being subject to SCA due to exemptions for professional employees (FAR 22.1101, 22.1102 and 29 CFR 541.300), this contract still maintains the provisions and protections for SCA eligible labor categories. If and/or when the contractor adds SCA labor categories/employees to the contract through the modification process, the contractor must inform the Contracting Officer and establish a SCA matrix identifying the GSA labor category titles, the occupational code, SCA labor category titles and the applicable wage determination number.
