Language Instructors:
Description - Language instructors are subcontractors of U.S. Translation Company and are paid by the hour for both classroom and preparation time.

Education - A bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university is the minimum educational requirement. Language instructors must certify that they have teaching experience at a high school or university level with at least 2 years teaching experience.
