Program Manager

Corporate responsibility to ensure regional program issues are addressed and communicated throughout the organization (e.g., OIMS, Health & Safety, Drug & Alcohol).  Participates in key client and regulatory meetings as appropriate.  Assures consistency among consultant offices and personnel as well as performance for multiple offices and geographies.
