 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Hawks Aloft, Inc. is a non-profit 501c(3) corporation with expertise in biological surveys, compliance with federal, state and tribal regulations, avian mitigations, raptor rehabilitation, corporate education, youth education and outreach. Since incorporating in 1994, we have worked throughout New Mexico and the surrounding states to conserve indigenous wild birds and their habitats through research, education and cooperation with others. Our permanent staff of seven, plus seasonal personnel, offer the wide variety of skills necessary to comply with avian issues. Our project managers are experts in their fields and are supported by a team of qualified, experienced field assistants. Project managers provide seasonal staff with the training necessary to meet project requirements.  In the event a project requires expertise in other areas, we then hire subcontractors to increase our capacity.

Our research and monitoring programs focus on species distribution (raptors and songbirds), avian population trends relative to land management actions, avian abundance and species richness relative to vegetation communities, effects of human impacts on habitats, and trends in avian populations.  

For use in our corporate training programs, thirteen species of live, non-releasable raptors serve as avian ambassadors to illustrate pertinent issues, as well as give program participants an opportunity to closely view and interact with live birds of prey.  Our corporate clients include public utilities, several coal mines, state and federal agencies, as well as other public and private entities.  

Avian mitigations and rescues focus on minimizing both impacts to nesting birds and the disruption of services to our clients due to nesting birds.  While we work with clients to achieve a positive solution for both the company and affected wildlife, we also relocate nests/eggs/adult birds when necessary, as well as capturing and transporting injured birds when called upon to do so.  

In 2002, we created New Mexico Avian Protection (NMAP), a collaborative collection of agencies, corporations, and individuals working to prevent avian electrocutions and collisions with power structures.

Organizational and accounting controls are monitored by the Executive Director, the Administrative Assistant/Office Manager, as well as bi-monthly by the Hawks Aloft Board of Directors.  Additionally, finances are reviewed by independent Certified Public Accountant Donna Aston on a quarterly basis.  New projects are assigned by our executive director to a project manager who has control over the research design, staff training, quality control, data analysis, and production of reports.  The invoicing system is time-sheet driven where project staff detail hours worked and related expenses. Customer codes ensure that costs can be appropriately attributed to that project.  Project reports are reviewed internally for consistency, scientific validity, and accuracy.

  For the past 21 years, we have conducted a variety of successful environmental research projects for the US Departments of the Interior (Fish and Wildlife Service, Bureau of Land Management, Bureau of Reclamation), and Agriculture (Forest Service).  Our research department is fully capable of expanding these mutually beneficial relationships to other government agencies needing our conservation expertise.

Hawks Aloft provides environmental services under special item number 899 1 including: 1) biological surveys and studies, and threatened and endangered species recovery plans; 2) project management; 3) public outreach (and involvement); 4) environmental impact assessment to comply with NEPA; 5) avian mitigations; and under 899 3, we provide both customer specific and off the shelf environmental training.  Our background and expertise include:   

Biological Surveys and Studies – We have 21 years of experience conducting songbird and raptor surveys and studies and have recently expanded into mammalian surveys. We conduct both general wildlife and species specific projects.  We have completed studies on Southwestern Willow Flycatchers, Spotted Owls, and other threatened and endangered species. Our staff are familiar with and capable of identifying resident western birds as well as migrants by sight and sound.  We are capable of handling small and large projects.

Project Management – Not all the projects in which we participate are entirely wildlife based, but may also include components such as vegetation analysis, invertebrate studies, or archeological monitoring.  In projects requiring additional expertise, Hawks Aloft already has sub-contractors in place capable of providing the necessary work. Hawks Aloft provides project management, data analysis, and integration of materials into cohesive reports.  

Public Outreach – We provide educational seminars and outreach programs for corporate, public, and private organizations.  Our educational ambassadors (raptors and corvids) provide a stimulating and novel way to attract interest and awareness for the host companies at these events.  Thirteen species of live, non-releasable educational raptors are used in these programs.

Ecological Impact Assessment – Hawks Aloft research projects include biological site assessments.  Working in collaboration with existing partners, we have the ability to prepare the documents necessary for NEPA compliance.  

Avian Mitigations - We have over 20 years of experience performing avian mitigations within New Mexico. We work cooperatively with the requesting organization to achieve the best result for both the company and the birds. We specialize in assisting: 

• Mining Operations - We are trained in performing high-wall, technical rescues,

and nest removals.
• Electric Utilities - We perform nest removal, nest relocation, and mitigations at substations and utility structures, both above and below ground.  

• Construction Firms - We are experienced in conducting surveys for Burrowing Owls

and other ground-dwelling birds. We relocate nests when necessary, and offer consultation to determine the best course of action.

In addition to the above, we also receive calls on a regular basis from a diverse array of industries to rescue and mitigate avian problems.

We design our studies to meet the specific objectives of our clients. Our projects have all been completed on schedule.  Examples of current and recent work include:

Effects of Landscape Scale Restoration on Birds in the Santa Fe National Forest
Hawks Aloft, Inc. is conducting a multi-year study that began in 2013 to assess avian population change relative to ongoing restoration efforts that include fire, unplanned catastrophic wildfire, fuelwood reduction via thinning using a variety of different techniques, watershed restoration, stream alteration, and climate change.  This is part of the Jemez Collaborative Landscape Restoration Project (CFLRP) that will ultimately restore 220,000 acres within the Santa Fe National Forest and the Valles Caldera National Preserve.  There are multiple funders for this project, including the USDA Forest Service, the Valles Caldera National Preserve, the National Park Service and others.  

Project Duration: Work began on this project in 2011 and is expected to continue until 2021.  Results are disseminated at an annual meeting of the CFLRP group.
Mexican Spotted Owl Protocol Surveys, Nest Monitoring and Productivity
Hawks Aloft, Inc. has conducted presence/absence surveys, nest monitoring and productivity surveys for the Mexican Spotted Owl (Strix occidentalis lucida) from 2002 – present for a variety of National Forests. In all studies, nest and population monitoring measured the effect of some environmental change to particular regions, including catastrophic wildfire, cattle grazing and proposed fuel reductions.   Studies occurred in the Apache-Sitgreaves, Carson, Gila, Lincoln, and Santa Fe National Forests.

Willow Flycatcher Surveys in the Middle Rio Grande Valley, New Mexico


Hawks Aloft, Inc. conducted surveys for the federally endangered Southwestern Willow Flycatcher (Empidonax traillii extimus) following federal protected species protocols, documenting the presence of Willow Flycatchers, estimating the number of territories, examining the changes in territory numbers relative to previous years at several sites within the Middle Rio Grande riparian corridor in Sandoval, Bernalillo, Valencia, and Socorro counties, New Mexico for the US Army Corps of Engineers.

Middle Rio Grande Songbird and Raptor Studies

Beginning in 2002, Hawks Aloft began monitoring nesting raptors to determine nesting densities and reproductive success relative to land management actions.  Beginning in 2003, we installed 80 one-half mile transects to monitor all species of birds using Distance Sampling to estimate avian density and species richness relative to vegetation communities, wildfire, habitat alteration and restoration efforts, and recreation. These data are provided to land managers for use in riparian restoration activities and are an essential component of a planned federal feasibility study to determine best management practices for long term riparian restoration along the Rio Grande.  The primary funder for these projects is the US Army Corps of Engineers.

Raptor Population Ecology Studies 

Beginning in 1997, Hawks Aloft began monitoring nesting Golden Eagles (Aquila chrysaetos), Ferruginous Hawks (Buteo regalis) and other raptors in several regions of New Mexico to measure nesting density, nest re-occupation, and reproductive success relative to land management, coal, oil and gas extraction, recreation, agriculture and cattle grazing. Data are provided to land managers to assist with management decisions.  Primary funders are the US Bureau of Land Management, Peabody Energy, Chevron Corporation, and others.

Consultant to PNM Resources (Public Service Company of New Mexico)

Hawks Aloft has an ongoing service contract with PNM to assist with all avian issues. Only in rare instances, are actual nest mitigations necessary.  Clients include:  American Tower Corporation, BHP Billiton World Minerals, Chevron Corporation, US International Boundary Water Commission, PNM Resources, and several other private corporations.

Mountain Plover Population Assessment


Hawks Aloft surveyed the North Unit of the USDI Bureau of Land Management, Taos Field Office to determine the population density of Mountain Plover (Charadrius montanus) using Program Distance 5.0. This project began when the bird was proposed as a threatened species under the Endangered Species Act in 1999 and again in 2002.  The results of our study indicated the value of this area to breeding Mountain Plovers.  The project was funded by the USDI Bureau of Land Management.

Population Assessment of Avifauna in Response to Selective Thinning in Pinyon-Juniper Habitat
