What We Are Offering

Bob Schoen Auto Service, Inc. is offering a variety of services in regards to supply and value chain management. The following is a breakdown of each service detailed in regards to price, price comparison, and general information about the service offered.

· Storage Services

Storage services are being offered as a means of facilitating and managing resources. Bob Schoen Auto Service, Inc. is offering storage of both vehicles and items. Items are to include such things as computer equipment, lawn equipment and furniture items, etc…As can also be seen there is a breakdown of charges dependant on resource size. Standard size vehicles include those which are passenger cars, SUV’s, regular pick-up trucks, motorcycles, and ATV’s. Large vehicles are to include, extra large pick-up trucks, tractors, boats, box trucks and semi trucks (cab only). Small items are to include computer equipment, small lawn equipment and small pieces of furniture. Small is to be determined by size, small equaling anything that can be fit into a 5 foot by 5 foot container. Large items are those which exceed this square footage. Towing of items and vehicles are also subject to size requirements. Towing sizes are the same as those reflected in the storage size requirements listed above. 

Storage of all vehicles will include unless indicated or requested, indoor, secure storage. Each vehicle condition will be assessed during the initial inspection. All vehicles will have pictures as well as any documentation kept on file by Bob Schoen Auto Service, Inc. These vehicles will have their batteries disconnected and will be stored inside one of the facilities buildings. Each month, these vehicles will undergo basic maintenance services. These services include, reconnecting of batteries, checking and adjusting tire pressure and starting and moving the vehicle within the facility as long as mechanically able. This maintenance is configured in the price for storage listed.

  Storage of items will include an initial inspection. Like the vehicles all stored items will have a file containing pictures and any documentation regarding the resource. Each month, Bob Schoen Auto Service, Inc. will conduct inventory management services which are to include making sure all resources are accounted for and in the same condition as when they entered the facility. 

· Towing Services

Towing of vehicles will include hauling via roll back or regular tow truck dependant on need to or from the facility as well as hauling to other areas when needed under special circumstances. Towing prices are dependant on size of vehicle. 

Hauling or towing of items will include hauling via roll back, box or pick-up truck dependant on size and need. Items will be hauled to or from facility as well as to other areas when needed under specialized circumstances.

· Repair Services
