This includes safety, personnel, profit, revenue, cost tracking, production, schedule, and quality performance.  Ensures assigned projects are performed in accordance with design, specification, budget, and schedule requirements through the direction of subordinate staff and supervisors. Education BS, Experience 13 years.

Task Manager

Supports the Project Manager on the planning, budgeting, scheduling and implementation of specific tasks (defined scope of work) on large projects.  This support may include interface with the engineers and scientists, field crews or others that provide input for the assigned task. Accountable for the successful completion and performance of assigned tasks.  Education BS, Experience 11 years.

Senior Project Advisor

Senior expert with extensive management and technical expertise that is recognized throughout the industry.

Provides independent consulting to the Program Manager and senior management regarding the performance of programs or complex projects.  Possesses extensive industry contacts and customer relationships to identify specific focuses for program planning and execution.

Project Advisor

Senior engineer or scientist that provides consulting support to the project team on technical issues or project performance. The Project Advisor works independently of the project team to ensure objective advice is provided on quality, safety, compliance or other issues that will impact the success of the project. Education BS, Experience

Principal Scientist/Engineer/ Architect /Designer

Manages major engineering or scientific functions through other professional technical staff who are involved in multiple projects and technical applications.  They may also function as department experts in their respective engineering or scientific discipline.  Develops policies, rules, procedures, and standards, and insures uniform application and implementation of related issues.  Education BS, Experience 15 years.

Senior Scientist/Engineer/ Architect /Designer

Provides expertise in their respective specialty with responsibility and coordination of very involved engineering or scientific applications. They are the consultants to the design or technical issue, not the drivers of the design.  They perform all normal and conventional aspects of journey-level engineering or scientific work, but are expected to work independently and provide direction and consultation to other staff and management in the particulars of the technical work required.  These incumbents determine which approach to take to decide the course of actions in major projects and why and how it fits within the scheme.  Education BS, Experience 13 years.

Project Scientist/Engineer/ Architect /Designer

Applies intensive and diversified knowledge of engineering or scientific principles and practices.  Plans, schedules, conducts, and coordinates detailed phases of the technical work. Performs work that involves conventional technical practices, but may include a variety of complex features.  Makes independent decisions on engineering or scientific problems and methods, and represents the organization in conferences or meetings. Education BS, Experience 11 years.

Staff Scientist/Engineer/ Architect /Designer

Engineer or scientist that possesses specific expertise in their respective field and can lead the development and implementation of a design or technical effort within their specialized field.  Plans, schedules, conducts, and coordinates detailed phases of the technical work.  Education BS, Experience 8 years.

Scientist/Engineer/ Architect /Designer 2

Experienced engineer or scientist that works independently to apply the principles of science and mathematics to develop economical solutions to technical problems.  Provides design, engineering or other technical support to the project team.  Education BS, Experience 2-6 years.

Scientist/Engineer/Architect/Designer 1

Entry level engineer or scientist that applies the principles of science and mathematics to develop economical solutions to technical problems.  Provides design, engineering or other technical support to the project team.

Education BS, Experience - entry level.

Field Manager

Responsible for planning, installation, and overseeing implementation of projects at the site level.  Acts as a liaison between field personnel and office management.  Coordinates and integrates all construction and commissioning activities with the overall project execution plan.  Ensures projects are executed in accordance with the cost allocations which are budgeted, including direct cost and labor hour management. Education BS, Experience 10+ years.

Field Observer

Oversees fieldwork projects to insure compliance with plans, specifications, and related laws and regulations.

Reviews proposed project plans and specifications to verify compliance requirements; consults with engineers and scientists to outline scope of fieldwork; identifies field implementation problems or design errors; and negotiates plan changes to alleviate potential field problems.  Education - BS, Experience 6-10 years.

Project Coordinator

Administers project budget and authorizes expenditures; prepares fiscal, narrative and evaluative reports on project progress; coordinates procurement and subcontracts; and provides overall support to the Project Manager.

Education BS, Experience 2-5 years.

Project Assistant

Entry-level position that provides administrative and general support to the Project Coordinator and Project Manager. Education AA, Experience 1 year+.

Technician Ill

Serves as company expert for multimedia sampling, maintenance, operation and calibration of scientific monitoring equipment for multiple media programs and projects; evaluates permits for monitoring requirements; and performs data research and analysis.  Education BS, Experience 2-5 years.

Technician II

Provides technical expertise to scientific, engineering and technical staff for tasks such as sampling, monitoring, and equipment operation for multiple media programs and projects.  Education AA, Experience 1-3 years.

Technician I

Performs multi-task technical work to conduct basic sampling, monitoring, and/or data collection activities for air quality, water quality or waste programs, or provides scientific and engineering support for technical staff.

Education AA, Experience 1 year.

Designer

Performs and coordinates engineering assignments designed to develop professional engineering knowledge, requiring judgment in selecting and applying standard engineering techniques, procedures and criteria.   Prepares general engineering documentation in accordance with established national and state codes, standards, and procedures related to a specific discipline.  Participates in developing and maintaining schedules and budget for standardized engineering duties.  Education BS, Experience 2-5 years.

CADD/Drafter II

Provides supervision of drafting functions and prepares working plans and detail drawings from designer notes, sketches or instructions for more complex projects.  Education BS, Experience 6-10 years.

CADD/Drafter I

Prepares working plans and detail drawings from designer notes, sketches or instructions according to specified dimensions.  Drafts and details sets of working drawings from field survey and design notes, computer printouts, and supervisor's guidance.  Education BS, Experience entry level.

Clerical/Secretarial

Performs a wide variety of secretarial support functions; applies detailed program knowledge in developing and/or maintaining program records systems and/or in collecting information, preparing reports and providing liaison between management, other organizational units, and external customers. Laborer

Performs tasks which require mainly physical abilities and effort involving little or no specialized skill or prior work experience.
