28.  Item Descriptions:

1. SENTRY BACKGROUND

Sentry BioPharma Services maintains current Good Manufacturing Practices (cGMPs) temperature-controlled pharmaceutical and medical device storage, FDA labeling capability, distribution licenses and an active Foreign Trade Zone (FTZ) status to exclusively serve the global pharmaceutical, biotechnology and health care industries. Its facilities, infrastructure and services are specifically designed to meet the warehousing, packaging, logistics and contract service needs of pharmaceutical and biotech firms, health care providers and suppliers, contract research organizations (CROs), contract manufacturing organizations (CMOs), wholesalers, distributors and government entities.

Sentry’s management team offers expertise in frozen and refrigerated pharmaceutical cold chain storage , vaccine storage, quality assurance, pharmaceutical packaging and kitting development. Sentry also offers strategic solutions for domestic and international transportation and logistics, as well as end-to-end import and export management.

The company’s validated processes and inventory tracking systems are FDA compliant, adhere cGMPs and comply with stringent standard operating procedures (SOP) outlined in Sentry’s Validation Master Plan. Sentry is VAWD® accredited, which ensures its storage, handling and drug distribution methods meet the recognized guidelines of the National Association of Boards of Pharmacy®. The company is privately-held and strategically headquartered in Indianapolis, Indiana.
2. GENERAL DEFINITIONS

Pallet

A pallet is a flat transport and storage structure, usually made of wood or plastic, that supports goods while being lifted by a forklift or other mechanical device, and acts as a platform on which goods can be stored at a warehouse. Sentry uses three main sizes of pallets: (i) Standard American (48” x 42”); (ii) oversized American (48” x 48”) and (iii) Euro (39” x 48”). While industry standards call for pallets to be anywhere between 48 to 50” high, Sentry is well aware of the fact that clients sometimes need more vertical space on a pallet. As a result, Sentry requests that all pallets be no higher than 54”.

Label

Means any display of written, printed, or graphic matter on the immediate container of any article, or any such matter affixed to any consumer commodity or affixed to or appearing upon a package containing any consumer commodity, which contains information about the product. This information  includes, but is not limited to, dosage limitations, handling instructions, manufacturer identity and lot numbers.

Lot

A lot is a batch, or a specific identified portion of a batch, having uniform character and quality within specified limits; or, in the case of a drug product produced by continuous process, it is a specific identified amount produced in a unit of time or quantity in a manner that assures its having uniform character and quality within specified limit. Lots are assigned identification numbers which can be any distinctive combination of letters, numbers or symbols, or any combination of thereof, from which the complete history of the manufacture, processing, packing, holding and distribution can be determined.

Parcel

Refers to a package, or container, used for inbound and/or outbound shipment.

Shelving Unit

Any storage location that is divided into multiple locations and is used for the holding of individual units, boxes or cases of material. A shelf may be located within a bay, freestanding or a mixture of both.

2.  SERVICES OFFERED

Client Setup Fee

This fee includes adding the client into the Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) and the Warehouse Management System (WMS) at Sentry, including entering in item numbers and ship to addresses. This fee includes up to ten (10) items and ten (10) ship to addresses. Sentry may adjust this fee in response to the number of items and/or ship to addresses required by a client.

Enhanced Security Setup

This fee covers the setup of client-specific security measures above and beyond those already in place at Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse.

Batch Record Development

A batch record is a document that accompanies a pharmaceutical product. The batch record instructs those handling a batch, as defined in 21 CFR 210.3, in exactly how to handle it. In addition, should an individual contract call for additional work once a product has arrived at Sentry, such as repackaging or labeling, the batch record will guide Sentry’s workers in the completion of the assignment to the client’s exact specifications. The Batch Record Development fee includes (i) batch record development and approval; (ii) batch record release; (iii) batch record review and (iv) final approval by QA of the batch record.

Labeling Run

This fee covers the application of a label to a primary packaging container (i.e. syringe, vial, cartridge) and/or to any and all secondary packaging materials associated with the product.  The labels may contain identification of the product, information about the product (i.e. dosage limitations), handling instructions or any combination thereof. The labels may be provided by a particular client. If a client does not have the required labels, they may purchase them from a Sentry Approved Label Supplier.

Monthly Storage

This fee is for the temperature controlled secured storage of product in a highly protected risk (HPR) facility that is validated and cGMP compliant.  Sentry has the capability of storing product at the following temperature ranges: (i) ambient (15 to 30 °C); (ii) refrigerated (2 to 8 °C); (iii) frozen (-15 to -25 °C) and ultra-low (-70 to -90 °C). This fee includes Verified Accredited Wholesaler Distributors certification & appropriate state licenses.  In addition, this fee includes basic insurance (General and Warehouseman's Legal Liability).

Receipt

This fee includes the coordination of delivery to Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse, recording incoming transportation information, an initial inspection of the product for damage and security risks, removing of product from the truck, performing and verifying counts, applying WMS-generated barcode labels to the product and storing the product in the appropriate warehouse location. Upon receipt of product, Sentry will send the client a verification. This fee includes basic professional liability insurance (E&O).

Shipment

This fee includes the coordination of shipment from Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse, preparation of outgoing documentation, removal of product from shelves, final inspection for damage and security risks, packing and preparation for shipment, placement of the product on truck, and the performance and verification of counts. The processes included in the shipment fee utilize at least two (2) warehouse resources (employees) during normal business hours (8:00AM - 5:00PM).  Finally, the fee includes basic professional liability insurance (E&O).

Kitting Operations

This fee covers Sentry’s kitting operations, as they are selected by each client. Kitting involves the debundling of product once it arrives at Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse and packaging it with separate, but related items into a single new item.  For example a syringe, alcohol prep pad, and vial of product into one box to create a single dosing unit for a patient.

Vaccine Storage and Distribution

This fee covers the receipt, storage and distribution of different types of vaccine, in accordance with the procedures set forth by the client. Sentry conducts all operations for the storage and distribution of vaccine under cGMP in compliance with all state and national regulatory requirements.

Monthly Inventory Report

The transmission of paper or electronic (.pdf) report on a client’s inventory kept at Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse.

Temptale Monitor Retrieval & Download of Shipment Temperature Report

Temperature sensitive products are considered adulterated when exposed to temperatures outside of their label specifications.  Therefore it is highly recommended that the temperature be monitored during transit.  Sentry offers the use of temperature monitors, the information from which can be downloading and distributed in a report sent to the client.  

Picking

This fee covers the physical removal of product from its storage location at Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse in preparation for either kitting or outbound shipment.

Web Access to Real-Time Inventory

This provides clients with real-time access for two (2) users, twenty four hours a day, to reports covering order and inventory status. In addition, this fee includes a training session covering Sentry’s Integrated Logistics Solutions (ILS) program, as well as access to Sentry’s customer service.

Expedited Shipment/Delivery

This fee is for the coordination and/or receipt of shipment of product with less than twenty four (24) hours notice by email (orders@sentrybps.com) or by facsimile received during normal business hours (8:00AM to 5:00PM).

Emergency Shipment/Delivery

This fee is for the coordination and/or receipt or shipment of product on the business day of the notice, or for receipt or shipment required by the customer during non-normal business hours (weekends and holidays).

Receiving Client Operating Protocol Development

This fee includes the development by Sentry of written instructions (COPs) for the receiving activities required by each client. The client will have the right to approve the COPs developed by Sentry before any product is received or shipped from Sentry’s Indianapolis warehouse.

Foreign Free Trade Zone Utilization

Foreign Trade Zones (FTZs) were created in the United States to provide special customs procedures to U.S. plants engaged in international trade-related activities. Duty-free treatment is accorded items that are processed in FTZs and then reexported, and duty payment is deferred on items until they are brought out of the FTZ for sale in the U.S. market. This helps to offset customs advantages available to overseas producers who compete with domestic industry. The Foreign-Trade Zones Board (composed of representatives from the U.S. Departments of Commerce and Treasury) has its operational staff in the International Trade Administration's Import Administration. This fee includes an initial client set-up and annual updates in our system necessary to file paperwork with FTZ Zone No. 72 for storage in our $100,000 bonded warehouse and to maintain active FTZ status.
