Senior Environmental Scientist: Knowledge of environmental issues that may include regulations, compliance, remediation, sampling methods, and investigation.  Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in an environmentally related discipline and five years appropriate experience.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.

Field Range Scientist: Knowledge of environmental issues related to rangeland including plant communities, endangered species, riparian areas, etc.  Minimum educational requirements include a bachelor’s degree in a related discipline.  Level of experience is typically entry level to six years.

Senior Range Specialist: Knowledge of environmental issues related to rangeland including plant communities, endangered species, riparian areas, etc.  Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in a related discipline and five years appropriate experience.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.

Soil Scientist / Biologist: Knowledge of issues related to soils, including soil formation, classification, and mapping, soil/water relationships, soil chemistry, soil biology, and soil fertility.  Minimum educational requirements include a bachelor’s degree in agronomy, soil science, or a related discipline, with a minimum of 15 semester hours in soil science.  Level of experience is typically entry level to six years.

Senior Soil Scientist: Knowledge and experience in soil science and soil management as related to environmental and agricultural issues, including soil formation, classification, and mapping, wetland soils, remediation of contaminated soils, restoration of disturbed lands, soil/water relationships, soil chemistry, soil biology, and soil fertility.  Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in an environmentally related discipline and five years appropriate experience. Certified Professional Soil Scientist Status preferred.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.

Biologist: Knowledge of environmental issues related to biology and/or ecology required.  Minimum educational requirements include a bachelor’s degree in biology, ecology, or other related discipline.  Level of experience is typically entry level to six years.

Senior Biologist: Knowledge of environmental issues biology and/or ecology required. Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in biology, ecology, or other related discipline and five years appropriate experience.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.

Chemist: Knowledge of issues related to chemistry that may include air, water, groundwater, or soil contamination and remediation.  Minimum educational requirements include a bachelor’s degree in a related discipline.  Level of experience is typically entry level to six years.

Senior Chemist: Knowledge of issues related to chemistry that may include air, water, groundwater, or soil contamination and remediation.  Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in an environmentally related discipline and five years appropriate experience. Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in biology, ecology, or other related discipline and five years appropriate experience.  Status as a Registered Professional Geologist preferred.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.

Regulatory Specialist: Knowledge of environmental or other regulations and their applicability to compliance, remediation, sampling, and investigation.  Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in an environmentally related discipline and five years appropriate experience.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   

Project Manager: Knowledge of environmental issues that may include regulations, compliance, remediation, sampling methods, and investigation.  Requires experience in managing multi-task work assignments such as facility investigations, cleanups, etc.  Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in an environmentally related discipline and five years appropriate experience.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.

Environmental Engineer: Knowledge of environmental issues related to environmental engineering required.  Minimum educational requirements include a bachelor’s degree in environmental engineering, or other related discipline.  Level of experience is typically entry level to six years.

Senior Environmental Engineer: Knowledge of environmental issues related to environmental engineering required. Minimum requirements include a bachelor’s degree in environmental engineering and five years appropriate experience.  Status as a Professional Engineer required.  An advanced degree is preferred.  For purposes of experience a master’s degree will count as two years experience and a doctorate degree will count as four years experience.   Typically manages complex projects while supervising one or more professionals in a multidisciplinary team.
