Requires experience with MS Office software products. Performs tasks, which primarily require physical abilities related to shipping, and handling of equipment and materials.  
FUNCTIONAL RESPONSIBILITY: Coordinates the ordering, shipping and receipt equipment and materials requirements in direct support of field activities and projects and maintains inventory database for all equipment, (corporate equipment & GFE) assigned to project activities.
