Production Manager  (GSE Mechanic 23380)

Reports to the Site Manager as do the following:  managers of production planning and production scheduling, and supervisors of refurbishment services and shipping. Oversees the coordination of all disassembly, assembly, inspection and test activities for subassemblies and end items on a project-by-project basis.  These activities begin with production planning or production scheduling sections and continue until the project is completed and materials are either stocked or shipped. Participates in the generation of the weekly/monthly production schedule plan and issues the plan to the disassembly, assembly, inspection and test areas.  Reviews the plan at regular intervals.  Expedites critical jobs through the assembly, test, and inspection processes.  Prioritized schedules to support end item schedule plans are provided to subassembly areas.  Keeps assembly status/progress records of subassembly and end item project updated continuously during the movement of these materials between the various functional areas.  Conducts daily operations sheets revision control for those projects in process using the routing change report.  Expedites material shortages via the production planning and scheduling sections of material control for those parts that are not issued "short free" or for replacement materials.  Identifies and addresses the need for concentrated or additional work effort in any bottleneck area. Interfaces with the programs office, contracts administration, and customer representatives and participates in product rescheduling and modifications of the production run. Has free latitude in solving problems and conducting his or her responsibilities (following manual guidelines), as long as the production plan is met and the cost center is operated within approved budgets. Recommends changes to management operations and material control manuals

Quality Manager (GSE Mechanic 23380)

Reports directly to the President and is charged with developing and maintaining a system to assure that all products manufactured, refurbished, and enhanced by the organization meet customer specifications and achieve superior quality and reliability levels. 1.  Develops and implements a quality production program to ensure conformity of purchased material and final products to quality standards. 2.  Revises and updates the quality control manual to incorporate statistical control programs. 3.  Develops and maintains a supplier quality index, utilizing statistical control programs, to assure that only high-quality vendors are retained. 4.  Meets with vendors, customers, quality representatives, and company personnel to discuss and resolve quality problems as required. 5.  Prepares for and represents the company during all quality and related audits. 6.  Coordinates and approves all sample submissions of new products and engineering changes.

Procurement Specialist ( Order Clerk 01192)   

Under supervision of the Site Manager, is responsible for procurement of supplies within the maintenance facility. Manages and controls supply assets for tasked orientated equipment.  Coordinates with Production Manager on status of equipment in refurbishment, installation and repair, and enhancement work cycle.  Monitors and controls stock assets level, special tools and waste management requirement. Provide pre-inspection and final inspection of equipment documents prior to shipment.  Coordinate equipment receipt and outbound shipment with all required agency and Production Managers.

Master Technician (GSE Worker 23382)

Repairs aerospace ground equipment to support aircraft systems or subsystems through testing and analysis of equipment systems utilizing state-of-the-art test and measurement equipment. Solves repair problems by studying drawings, wiring diagrams and schematics, and technical publications.  Diagnoses malfunctions and repairs ground equipment.  Performs assigned work assignments to include equipment arrival assessment and inspection, disassembly, cleaning and repair, reassembly, test and troubleshooting analysis, accomplish major repairs, and approved modifications in accordance with contract procedures and requirements.  Performs surfaced related corrosion treatment, minor spot painting, and preventive maintenance on motorized/electrical powered and non-powered support equipment and prepare equipment for shipment.  Document completed equipment maintenance actions for senior leadership review and approval. Required to maintain technical level proficiency training and certification requirements.

General Equipment Technician (GSE General Technician 23370)  

Assist in the repair, refurbishment, overhaul and modification of aerospace ground support equipment (AGE) and ground support equipment (GSE) to support aircraft systems or subsystems through testing and analysis of equipment systems utilizing state-of-the-art test and measurement equipment. 

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:

1. Performs assigned work assignments to include equipment arrival assessment and inspection, disassembly, cleaning and repair, reassembly, test and troubleshooting analysis, accomplish major repairs, and approved modifications in accordance with contract procedures and requirements. Prepare equipment for shipment in accordance with technical manuals, company procedures and customer requirements

Corrosion Control Specialist  (Automotive painter 05310)

Accomplish precession equipment surface paint using brushes, rollers, and spray guns.  Remove surface stencils, oxidize paint and corrosion using sandblast, sanders, grinder or other authorize methods.  Repair and refinish equipment body attached and detached parts, straighten equipment frames, attached and detached parts to prepare surface prior to painting.  Develop and mix colors, or oils to obtain desired color consistency as described and recommended by contract instruction.  Position and re-stencil equipment in accordance with procedures received with contracted equipment after paint and cure procedures. Coordinate with Production Manager, Master Equipment Technicians and Procurement Specialist to ensure real-time completion of equipment
