1. Examples: Personnel with the stated experience in programmatic, financial, administrative support requirements, systems requirements, and/or operational requirements. 

5. The AMC Program Manager will have a minimum of a B.A., B.S., or like degree and ten years of relevant experience.   Examples:  Personnel with experience training, methodology development and evaluation, process reengineering across all phases, identifying best practices, change management, business management techniques.
