Overview 

The University of Minnesota, founded in 1851, has five campuses (Twin Cities, Duluth, Morris, Crookston, and Rochester), research and outreach centers, and extension service offices throughout the state.  It is both the state’s land-grant university, with a strong tradition of education and public service, and a major research institution.  Its mission is to offer undergraduate, graduate, and professional instruction through the doctoral degree, and to be the primary state-supported institution for research and extension services.
