Field Monitoring Equipment

Digital Camera - Olympus Stylus 720 SW Shock + Waterproof, 7.1 Megapixels, 3.0X optical zoom, with 2.5 inch display with built in flash and 2 gb of memory. Camera is used to take pictures of the Site and to document activities conducted on site.

Geographic Positioning System (GPS) - Trimble GeoExplorer 2008 Series with 120.04 mb of memory, with a GeoXH GPS receiver serial number 4902495434.  The GPS unit is used to obtain accurate locations of wells and pertinent information of a Site and the Site features.

Multimeter - Made by Horiba, Model number: U-5000, HGS number: NCA0043Y, Power: KR14 1.5V X 4.  Used in the field to analyze water quality and parameters such as temperature, dissolved oxygen, ORP, pH, and turbidity. 

Metal Detector - Used in the field to find the locations of wells or other metal objects..

Lead Analyzer - Niton XRF Make: Niton, Model XLP303A with a cadmium 109 source.  Used to analyze paint for the presence of lead

Photoionization Detector (PID) - Made by Rae Systems, Make: MultiRae, Model: PGM50-5P.  5 gas detector.  Used in the field to detect harmful gases and measure total photoionizable vapors.

Product / Water Interface Probe - Made by Solinst, Make: Interface Meter, Model: 122.  Used in the field to measure product thickness and to collect groundwater and product depth.

Survey Equipment - Make: Spectra Precision Lasers, Models HR 200 and LL200.  Used in the field to survey the elevations of the tops of well casings to determine groundwater depth and groundwater flow.

Water Level Indicator - Make: Water Level Meter, Model: 102.   Used in the field to collect groundwater depth which is used to determine groundwater flow.

Drum - Used onsite to store groundwater, soil or wastes.

Iron, Ferrous, Test kit - 1,10 Phenanthroline Iron Reagent Method: Made by Hach. Cat number: 26672-00, Model number: IR-18C.  Used in the field to detect ferrous iron.  The Ferrous Iron Reagent reacts with ferrous iron in the sample to form an orange color in proportion to the ferrous iron concentration.

Other Equipment

Bucket Auger - Used in the field to collect soil samples. 5' and up in length

Corning Filter - Model number: 430616.  A 45 micron filter with a low protein binding with 1000 mL funnel that is hooked up to a pump that creates a vacuum that filters debris and sediment from the groundwater.  Is typically used when analyzing for lead in water.

Drum Vacuum - A drum combined with a vacuum and hose used to vacuum up wastes into drums.

Decontamination Equipment (bucket, brushes) - Used to decontaminate field supplies such as the water level indicator.

Disposable Bailers - Made by Ecobailer Part number EVOPVC-153.  Disposable PVC bailers used to collect groundwater samples and develop/purge wells and to abate free product.

Disposable Tubing - Used to collect groundwater samples using low flow technology and to develop/purge wells and to abate free product.

Peristaltic Pump - Model: 900-1260.  Used to collect groundwater samples using low flow technology and to develop wells and abate free product.
