Understanding Environmental Management Systems for Federal Facilities
As required by Executive Order 13148, Federal agencies should have an Environmental Management System (EMS) at appropriate facilities.  We assist Federal agencies in preparing an EMS when they are needed for one or more facilities.  A basic EMS covers the following points:

· Review of the agency’s environmental goals

· Analyzing its environmental impacts and legal requirements

· Setting environmental objectives and targets to reduce environmental impacts and comply with legal requirements

· Establishing programs to meet these objectives and targets

· Monitoring and measuring progress in achieving the objectives

· Ensuring employees’ environmental awareness and competence

· Review progress of the EMS and make improvements
Developing and Complying With an EMS

When preparing an Environmental Management System, Meo & Associates reviews the applicability of a wide range of U.S. EPA regulations, including:

· Clean Air Act

· Clean Water Act

· Emergency Protection and Community Right-to-Know Act

· Resource Conservation and Recovery Act

· Safe Drinking Water Act
· Toxic Substances Control Act
· Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act

Each EMS is prepared in close cooperation with the facility manager and their support staff.  Naturally, an important section of the EMS deals with the reports and forms that must be prepared and submitted to comply with applicable regulations.  Also important is the requirement that the EMS be treated as a “living document” which should be continuously improved by both staff and management.  This raises morale and allows everyone working at a facility to take pride in protecting the environment.

Auditing an Existing EMS to Identify Compliance Problems
Based on past experience, compliance problems at Federal facilities are often the result of a lack of understanding of which regulations apply and how to comply with those that do.  For this reason, we strongly encourage all Federal facilities with an EMS to conduct an annual audit using an outside, third-party consultant such as Meo & Associates.  We identify areas of non-compliance and implement compliance strategies that reduce the chance of a Notice of Violation following a U.S. EPA inspection.  One fine is often more than our contract to conduct an annual audit.

Preparing Individual Permits, Reports and Submittals
In addition to preparing and maintaining an EMS for a Federal facility, we obtain individual environmental permits that may be needed for such activities as: adding or removing equipment from a building, changing the method of onsite waste storage or treatment, or restoring a permit that has inadvertently expired.

Responding to Notices of Violation
When a Federal facility is inspected, non-compliance issues may lead to a Notice of Violation (NOV).  We provide the help and expertise needed to respond to the NOV in a timely fashion and avoid further problems.  We work with facility managers and their compliance teams to weigh options and develop cost-effective solutions as quickly as possible.  In many cases, we are able to meet with U.S. EPA representatives, present a detailed compliance plan and gain additional time for the facility to correct the problems identified in the NOV.  This has the immediate benefit of reducing the disruption to normal facility activities and, ultimately, the cost of compliance.
SUSTAINABILITY CONSULTING SERVICES FOR

U.S. GOVERNMENT AGENCIES AND FACILITIES
Federal Requirements for Using Renewable Energy
The Energy Policy Act (Epact) of 2005 requires the Secretary of Energy to ensure that, to the extent it is economically feasible utilize renewable energy.  For the fiscal year 2013 and thereafter, not less than 7.5 percent of all electrical energy must come from renewable sources.  The Act provides a bonus to Federal agencies by allowing them to double-count renewable energy if it is produced on-site and used at a Federal facility, produced on Federal lands and used at a Federal facility, or produced in Native American land and used at a Federal facility.

The Energy Independence and Security Act (EISA) of 2007 requires that 30 percent of the hot water used in new and major renovations of Federal buildings come from solar-powered hot water heaters, providing it can be shown to be cost-effective over the project’s life cycle.  The Act also requires major reductions in fossil-fuel consumption and encourages funding of renewable-energy projects through special public-private partnerships.

Executive Order (E.O.) 13423, issued in 2007 reinforces the above two Acts and stipulates that at least half of the renewable power used to satisfy the above goals come from new renewable sources constructed after January 1, 1999.

Evaluating Renewable Power Options
Meo & Associates offers consulting services to all U.S. Government Agencies which are reducing their dependence on fossil-fuel based energy by increasing the amount of renewable energy they purchase.  We offer proven, cost-effective solutions based on years of practical experience in selecting and using the appropriate sources of renewable power and energy.
Selecting a source of renewable power requires a careful review of both environmental benefits and economic costs.  To determine the net environmental benefit, a life-cycle analysis must be conducted.  An evaluation of the economic cost must include capital costs, expressed as net present value, annual power savings, and the cost of annual maintenance.  Importantly, all programs which subsidize alternative energy must also be carefully reviewed to determine applicability.  In many cases, the economics of installing renewable-energy systems is favorable only when the installation is subsidized by the local utility company or local, state and federal government programs.

If the installation of a renewable-energy system, such as a wind turbine or solar panel meets both a life-cycle and economic evaluation, care must be taken when installing this equipment.  By their nature, renewable power installations often produce intermittent power.  The sun may not be shining, or the wind may not be blowing.  For this reason, it is important to install a transfer system, which connects the company power system to the grid when there is a drop in renewable power voltage.

Federal Requirements for Sustainable Building Operations
Executive Order (E.O.) 13514, issued in 2009 expands on the energy reduction and environmental performance requirements in E.O. 13423 by establishing goals for reducing greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions and improving overall sustainability of Federal building operations.  Many of the requirements are based on the U.S. Green Building Council LEED standards for new and renovated buildings.
Meo & Associates prepares environmental sustainability plans and reports for a wide range of clients, from private corporations to state and federal government facilities.  At a minimum, sustainability plans review the following:

· GHG emissions produced by equipment or processes located on-site to generate electrical power or energy

· GHG emissions produced to make the electrical power or energy purchased from others

· Sustainability of raw materials, if any used to manufacture products

· Energy used to control air emissions or wastewater discharges

· Energy needed for building operations, including lighting, heating and air conditioning

· GHG emissions produced by employees commuting to and from work

· Reducing the amount of waste taken to landfills by reducing the amount of waste generated on-site and improving recycling

· Options for reducing the volume of water needed for bathrooms, break rooms, kitchens and irrigation of landscaping
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
