We are pleased to complete and attach the Price Proposal in accord with General Services Administration (GSA) Solicitation No. 2FYA-WA-06-00738X-B Refresh 1, SIN 595-21 (B) requirements.

Commercial  Pricing:

Global Search Associates, LLC, T/A Boyden global executive search (Boyden) is a retained executive search firm and in accord with industry standards, charges 33 1/3% of the first year’s total cash compensation paid to a new-hire for domestic searches. Our minimum Professional Fee for any private sector (non government) client is $65,000 for domestic searches. We also charge a separate Administrative Fee equal to 15% of the Professional Fee. The Administrative Fee covers all administrative costs connected with the search, including telephone, fax, postage, report preparation, courier, etc. The total minimum search fee for any commercial domestic search would be $74,750 (minimum Professional Fee of $65,000 plus 15% Administrative Fee).
Federal Government Pricing:

We will reduce our Professional Fee from 33 1/3% to 26.5 % and add in the 12% Administrative Fee and .75% Industrial Funding Fee, for a total of 30%.
Our minimum Professional Fee for any domestic search will be $57,038 and a 12% Administrative Fee will be added for a total minimum search fee of $63,883.

Boyden works on an exclusive basis in executing search engagements. Once the search commences, should a client internally or externally evolve candidates for a position, then such candidates are to be turned over to Boyden for evaluation. Should the client hire or promote any candidate for the position, who was not facilitated via Boyden, the full search fee and all accrued expenses are due at hire.

The Professional Fee is paid in thirds:
First Payment: 
First third upon issuance of a task order  or purchase order

Second Payment: 
Second third at thirty (30) days from first invoice

Third Payment: 
Final third at sixty (60) days or “at hire,” whichever event comes first
In some cases, these terms are modified to negotiate commercial contract terms.   

Reimbursable Items:
The only additional charges you will be invoiced for are consultant and candidate travel, Internet board postings, client required advertising, and videoconferencing in lieu of travel. Travel costs will be in accordance with the government per diem, Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46. If the Government requires us to advertise a search in a particular publication, that cost will be billed to the Government. 

Consultant and candidate travel expenses can vary on each search depending on the geographic scope and the required number of candidates the client wishes to see in a candidate pool.  We agree to work closely with the Government’s Project Manager prior to each recruitment in estimating expenses for a particular engagement. 

Warranties and Guarantees:

Boyden has various warranties and guarantees relative to our search work that we have listed below.

A.
Boyden provides a warranty relative to each search assignment. Boyden guarantees any candidate hired through our assistance for a period of 12 months, as long as the position for which that candidate was hired does not substantially change and, provided that the candidate was interviewed and evaluated in person by Boyden.  In the event a candidate hired through our assistance leaves within 12 months of his/her hire date for cause, but excluding death, disability, or significant change in position responsibility, change in reporting requirements or venue, or change in control of the organization, Boyden will conduct another search to replace the individual at no cost to the client, other than out-of-pocket expenses.

B.
The Government may cancel a search at any time, but cancellation must be accomplished in writing. For any search cancelled by the client up to and including the 75th day from the search commencement, the total Search Fee that is due will be charged on a pro-rata basis equal to not less than 50% of the total Search Fee and 100% of all reimbursable items. For any search cancelled by the client after 75 days from commencement the entire Search Fee is due plus all reimbursable items. 

C.
The Government may suspend a search effort at any time. However, the Government must recognize that once a search is put on hold, candidates quickly evaporate.  After a period of time, the effort that has gone into the establishment of a viable candidate pool is no longer useful and essentially the search has to be started anew.  In the event a search is suspended and restarted within a 45-day period we will commence the search effort again without any additional cost to the Government. Searches suspended for a period in excess of 45 days and up to and including 60 days will be restarted but a surcharge of 20% of the Search Fee will be due at recommencement. If the suspension period is in excess of 60 days and up to and including 89 days the surcharge will be 25% of the Search Fee.  If the suspension period is in excess of 89 days a new Search Fee will be due just as if the search was commenced anew.  

The exception to this will be if during the first 30 business days after recommencement of a search a candidate who was identified from the original search effort was affirmed as a new hire for the Government. In such an event no surcharge would be applicable.

D.
Boyden holds the rights to all candidates presented or identified to the Government for a period of 18 months.  If any previously presented candidate is hired during the subsequent 18-month period, our standard professional fee is applicable.    

E.
Boyden warrants that, as long as we have a professional relationship with the Government client, we will never recruit from the client, an individual we have recruited into the client’s organization, without the express written permission of the client. 
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
