LABOR CATEGORY DESCRIPTIONS
Janitor/Custodian:
Cleans and keeps in an orderly condition building working areas and washrooms, or premises of an office, apartment, house, or commercial or other establishment. Duties involve a combination of sweeping, mopping or scrubbing, and polishing floors; vacuuming carpets; stripping, refinishing hard and resilient flooring; cleaning, washing walls, and other surfaces; removing trash and other refuse; dusting equipment, furniture, blinds, fixtures and other surfaces; polishing metal fixtures, porcelain bathroom fixtures, or trimmings; replenishing supplies such as toilet tissue, paper towels, soap etc. as required; cleaning lavatories, showers, and other bathroom fixtures; reporting need for repairs to equipment, furniture, building and fixtures; performing other duties such as snow removal, leaf raking etc. as assigned. 
Janitor Aide
Performs special cleaning projects as well as daily cleaning duties in accordance with standard procedures of the Housekeeping Department and with hospital objectives. Uses cleaning equipment, including automatic floor machines, commercial vacuums, wet mops, large wringers and other necessary equipment, tools, chemicals and supplies. Dry and wet mop floors. Scrubs and buffs floors with roto and other machines. Vacuums carpets to clean and control bacteria. Transports trash from utility rooms and other collection points to incinerator, compactor, or pick-up area. Performs special cleaning of induction units, walls, lighting fixtures, and windows both inside and outside. Moves furniture and sets up meeting rooms. Collects soiled linen. Assists in cleaning emergency spills that are observed or as requested. Maintains assigned equipment for cleanliness and requests repairs when needed. Reports need for repairs to hospital equipment, furniture, building and fixtures. Assists in moving patients in case of fire, disaster or emergency evacuation.
Custodial Supervisor

Performs a variety of tasks in supervising and performing the required services. Applies knowledge of standard practices and procedures. Applies knowledge of housekeeping techniques and operations in both aseptic and non-aseptic environments. Applies knowledge of supervisory practices and principles. Ability to interpret and follow direction as well as provide direction with internal and external contacts with staff and customers to discuss services. Ensures operation al and safety procedures are followed. Provides daily work direction. While functioning in a supervisory capacity, responsible for exercising some independent judgment in problem solving. Non-routine issues are referred to higher levels. Makes on the spot decisions regarding changes in daily working assignments of subordinates. Reacts to unexpected changes in priorities. Provides input to evaluation of assigned staff.
Project Manager

Provides broad program oversight over a service contract. Exercises independent judgment as well as high level and analytical skills in solving complex and unusual managerial, technical and administrative problems. Ultimately responsible for staffing, program planning, execution, performance, quality control and deliverables. Serves as the contractor’s single contract manager, and shall be the contractor’s authorized interface with the Government Contracting Officer (CO), the contract level Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR), government management personnel and customer agency representatives. Responsible for formulating and enforcing work standards, assigning contractor schedules, reviewing work discrepancies, supervising contractor personnel and communicating policies, purposes, and goals of the organization to subordinates. Shall be responsible for the overall contract performance.
Maintenance/Repair – Carpentry

Performs the carpentry duties necessary to maintain in good repair building woodwork and equipment. Work involves most of the following; Planning and laying out work from blueprints, drawings, models, or verbal instructions; using a variety of hand tools, portable power tools, and standard measuring instruments, making standard computations, relating to dimensions of work and selecting materials necessary for the work, In general, the work of the maintenance-carpenter requires rounded training and experience.

Snow Plow Operator

Drives truck and/or heavy equipment, usually over 4 tons and equipped with snow plow blade. Installs, snow plow blade, reports delays or accidents. May make repairs and change tires. May inspect truck and snow plow blade and check gas, oil, and water before departure. Safely plows street and parking lots as assigned. If truck is equipped with salting equipment, may also perform salting operations. At end of run cleans salting equipment and avoid rusting or corrosion.

Landscaper/Groundskeeper

Performs skilled landscaping and manual work necessary to maintain grounds. Work is accomplished within established procedures.  Duties include but are not limited to; mow grass, waters lawns, feed and trims shrubs, tends flowers beds and regularly inspects assigned work areas to insure proper standards are maintained.  Operates lawn and grounds equipment including power mowers, snow blowers, bucket loaders and other power equipment. Plans, plants and maintains exterior landscaping. Removes refuse and trash from grounds and other duties as assigned.
General Maintenance Laborer

Performs general maintenance and repair of equipment and buildings requiring practical skill and knowledge (but not proficiency) in such trades as painting, carpentry, plumbing, masonry, and electrical work. Work involves a variety of the following duties: Replacing electrical receptacles, wires, switches, fixtures, and motors; using plaster or compound to patch minor holes and cracks in walls and ceilings; repairing or replacing sinks, water coolers, and toilets; painting structures and equipment; repairing or replacing concrete floors, steps, and sidewalks; replacing damaged paneling and floor tiles; hanging doors and installing door locks; replacing broken window panes; and performing general maintenance on equipment and machinery.
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
