Labor Category Descriptions

Banyan currently employs twenty-seven full time employees.  We have however, developed key relationships with a carefully selected group of professionals from which we access specific skills as required by the project for which we have been contracted.  (For example, a PSA requires a short format editor whereas a one-hour film would require an editor skilled at long format editing).
