Labor Category Descriptions

Banyan currently employs sixteen full time employees.  We have however, developed key relationships with a carefully selected group of professionals from which we access specific skills as required by the project for which we have been contracted.  (For example, a PSA requires a short format editor whereas a one-hour film would require an editor skilled at long format editing). Personnel that have worked with Banyan in the past have Agreements with us that state the specific services they perform and the cost of those services.  In the event persons need to be hired for a project that have not worked with Banyan in the past, their fee is negotiated to that which is the best value to the government, not to exceed the designated discount rates offered in our GSA pricing schedule.  Banyan’s qualified personnel are listed as follows based on our proposed labor categories:

Account Executive: Full time, salaried employee of Banyan with over five years experience as an advertising account executive with a degree in communications at fully accredited, four-year college institution.
