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V.
TERMS OF SERVICE


A.
AIRBORNE SERVICES



The hourly price for the Airborne Services includes all costs for labor, equipment (except customer-furnished equipment), fuel, aircraft, and other associated miscellaneous costs. Airborne Services are charged portal-to-portal. The hourly rate is applicable to each complete 60-minute segment of time, or fraction thereof in increments of 1/10th of an hour. The minimum standby time charged for Airborne Services is two (2) flight hours per day. As used herein, “standby time” is defined as the condition of being in readiness, or standing ready, to fly upon receipt of orders. A termination charge of two (2) hours will be assessed against, and billed to, the Government in the event that a scheduled flight is cancelled less than 24 hours prior to the scheduled departure time. Time elapsed traveling to and from the site where the airborne services will be accomplished will be charged at the standard hourly rate. Lodging, per diem and miscellaneous travel expenses are reimbursable in addition to the standard hourly rate. 


B. 
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

The hourly price for the Professional Services is applicable to each complete 60-minute segment of time, or fraction thereof in increments of 1/10th of an hour, for work performed. Time elapsed traveling to and from the location where work will be performed will be charged at the standard hourly rate. The minimum time for Professional Services is one (1) hour for work requested or performed within 100 miles of the airport at St. Mary’s County, Maryland, exclusive of travel, if applicable. In the event work will be performed at a destination more than one hundred (100) miles from the FOB point, a minimum time of eight (8) hours will be charged for a normal business day exclusive of travel time.

DISCOUNTS


Quantity Discounts: Provided that the Government orders no less than one (1) Purchase Order for no less than 200 flight hours per line item, or more if needed, in one (1) twelve (12) month period of time, Airtec, Inc will incorporate a 2% discount.  Depending on the long term investment and flight hours Airtec may consider additional discounts. 
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
