The Structural Interior Design includes building related design elements and components generally part of the building itself, such as walls, ceilings, floor coverings and built in casework. The interior designer’s knowledge and involvement in the project from the programming stage forward affords maximum success in accomplishing the user’s goals and requirements. The interior designer must be involved with the programming and space planning to help achieve the client’s goals for space utilization, and with determining the desired interior finish materials and their respective aesthetic, durability and maintenance qualities or characteristics. In addition, the interior designer must provide a furniture footprint based on the project program. The SID will be performed by a qualified interior designer. 
Furniture, Fixtures & Equipment (FF&E) 
The Furniture, Fixtures & Equipment is the selection, layout, specification and documentation of workstations, seating, storage, filing, visual display items, accessories, window treatments, and artwork including contract documentation to facilitate pricing, procurement and installation. The FF&E package is based on the furniture footprint developed in the SID portion of the interior design. Items such as marker boards, bulletin boards and some window treatments may be specified in either the SID or the FF&E. 

Comprehensive Interior Design (CID) 
Includes both SID and FF&E design services, will be developed and coordinated with the architectural design in accordance with applicable design guides, the project delivery process and project scope of work. The following information outlines the interior design process using industry standard design phases and does not reflect the specific submittal phases in terms of percentages and terminology for each branch of service and/or type of project. Verify actual submittal phases required on a project-by-project basis as each activity will have its own specific requirements.
