DESCRIPTION OF PRODUCTS


CMT-100

Model #CMT100  is the most widely used concrete mixer of its size in the world.  Capable of mixing and transporting one cubic yard of concrete at a time and up to 10 cubic yards in an hour, the CMT100 is great for small pours and difficult access jobs.  All functions are hydraulically controlled and powered by an 11 h.p. Honda gasoline engine.  Controls are simple and easy to operate consisting of a lever to control the tilt to dump function and the GearSaver to control rotation of the drum to mix or discharge concrete.  Most cement mixers can only mix one to five sacks of premixed concrete at a time.  The largest mix one third cubic yard versus the one cubic yard capacity of the model #CMT100.

CLS

Specifically designed to load the CMT-100 concrete mixer trailer. There is a small hopper that is used to accept the sand, gravel and cement.  From the hopper the material travels up a conveyor belt and into the mouth of the mixing drum.  A Honda engine powers the hydraulic actions on the CLS and water is loaded using a garden hose attachment on the frame of the unit.  There is a water meter included for adjusting the consistency of the mix. CBL1

A fully automated raw material loader for dispensing concrete materials into a mixer trailer.  The CBL1 includes a 200 barrel powdered cement storage silo and a 7 yard aggregate storage bin.  CBL1 uses a loading conveyor that swings in a 120 degree arc.  This swinging action allows multiple mixing trailers to be placed for loading while the conveyor moves to each drum opening in the arc.  Using 3-phase electric power to pump hydraulic fluid, a CBL1 will load 1 yard of concrete mix into a mixing trailer in 2 minutes. CBL2

CBL2 has the same basic specifications as the CBL1 but with the addition of a second 7 yard aggregate storage bin.  CBL2 uses a loading conveyor that swings in a 120 degree arc.  This swinging action allows multiple concrete mixer trailers to be placed for loading while the conveyor moves to each drum opening in the arc. C.U.B.E.
C.U.B.E. ,combination concrete batching and mixing machine, is an on-site concrete batching system that includes the raw material loader and concrete mixer in one package.  With a 1 yard mixing drum powered by either gas or diesel, the C.U.B.E. is ideal for projects from 1 yard to hundreds of yards.  The heavy frame of the C.U.B.E. allows it to be transported and moved by a forklift, crane, air lift, truck or trailer. CAM1 is a stationary volumetric concrete mixing unit.  The 7 yard aggregate hopper and 200 barrel cement silo feed a mixing auger that blends the concrete. All mixing functions are controlled using a state of the art timer that batches 1-yard every 4 minutes.  The CAM1 uses 3-phase electrical power and hydraulics to operate conveyors and augers. CAM2 is a stationary volumetric concrete mixing unit. The two 7 yard aggregate hoppers and two 200 barrel cement silos feed a mixing auger that blends the concrete.  The auger delivers wet-mixed concrete to either a mixer trailer, concrete buggy or any other moving device.  All mixing functions are controlled using a state of the art timer that batches 1 yard every 4 minutes.  The CAM2 uses 3-phase electrical power and hydraulics to operate conveyors and augers.
