	The following rules will apply when over-the-road services are required:

· Non-overnight over-the-road charter is defined as a charter of 15 hours or less with not more than the legally allowed 10 hours of driving time for the driver.
· Non-overnight, over-the-road charters involving travel beyond a 100 mile radius of a given metropolitan area and/or point of origin will be priced at the higher of:
1.   Mileage multiple x total miles.
           or

2.   Total hours x hourly rate.
· In the event of overnight, over-the-road travel, whether the group chooses to travel through the night utilizing multiple drivers or stays overnight at a hotel, the mileage rate will be formulated by:

1. Mileage multiple x total miles.

· An additional charge of $750 will be applied to each overnight stay outside the point of origin. 
· If, during an overnight stay, the client makes use of the vehicle while at their destination, the usual minimum hours of use and hourly pricing rates will apply based on the region of the bus’s origin. In no event will these charges be less than the minimum $750 per day.
· For overnight travels, the client will cover the cost of hotel stays for drivers.
· Drivers can only legally drive 600 miles in one day and a maximum of 10 driving time hours; after which the driver must be off assignment for at least 8 hours before driving again. 
· Charters requiring more than 10 hours of continuous driving time will require the addition of another driver to the charter.
· Additional Drivers:  In the event that a supplemental driver is needed, an additional charge of 10% will be added to the cost of the charter in order to cover the additional costs.  



	Minibus Transportation (24 passengers):  Travel through some of the Nation's larger metropolitan areas can be difficult and worrisome, especially when traveling in larger groups.  The mounting costs of taxis and rental cars can be overwhelming to the individual or business providing the funds. This is where the value of charter minibuses comes into play.  Mini-buses are exempt from the “over-the-road” exception.  Mini-buses are not used for long distance transportation.  Generally, any transportation that requires the vehicle to go beyond the 100 mile radius of a metropolitan center will require the utilization of a full-sized charter bus.
