Unless otherwise agreed to, all deliveries under this BP A must be accompanied by deli very tickets or sales 

slips that must contain the following information as a minimum:

The requirements of a proper invoice are specified in the Federal Supply Schedule contract. Invoices will 

be submitted to the address specified within the purchase order transmission issued against this BP A. 

(10) 
The terms and conditions included in this BPA apply to all purchases made pursuant to it. In the event of 

an inconsistency between the provisions of this BP A and the Contractor's invoice, the provisions of this BP A will take precedence. 

BASIC GUIDELINES FOR USING "CONTRACTOR TEAM ARRANGEMENTS" 

Federal Supply Schedule Contractors may use "Contractor Team Arrangements" (see FAR 9.6) to provide solutions when responding to a ordering activity requirements. 

These Team Arrangements can be included under a Blanket Purchase Agreement (BP A). BP As are permitted under all Federal Supply Schedule contracts. 

Orders under a Team Arrangement are subject to terms and conditions or the Federal Supply Schedule Contract. Participation in a Team Arrangement is limited to Federal Supply Schedule Contractors. 

Customers should refer to FAR 9.6 for specific details on Team Arrangements. 

Here is a general outline on how it works: 

· Federal Supply Schedule Contractors may individually meet the customers needs, or - 

· Federal Supply Schedule Contractors may individually submit a Schedules ''Team Solution" to meet the customer's requirement. 

· Customers make a best value selection.
