From 1998 through 2015, HQ AMC\SGXM has been using a version of the Plexus system to provide location and status data on 23,000 PMI Medical Evacuation assets, distributed at over 120 AE service facilities, located in CONUS and OCONUS. For the past 17 years Conexus has been contracted as SME and a functioning provider for issues regarding the system software, hardware and maintenance this PMI tracking system.
In October of 2014, AMC awarded Conexus a new contract to upgrade the previous PMI tracking system with a new version of Plexus that includes Active 802.11 and passive RFID capability. The PMI-ATS (Plexus) initiative was developed and deployed based on a recommendation from the 2014 DoD Audit of the PMI program. The PMI ATS application installed at each site is the same software being proposed by Team WWT to manage the quantity, type and distribution of medical asset that are outlined in the DHA NAVMISSA pilot SOW.
In the Patient Movement Items (PMI) Automated Asset Tracking System (ATS) contract, AMC outlined a set of goals and scoping requirements that described 90 associated tracking locations that all connect to a centralized database. These locations include installations in Air Force, Army and Navy facilities and cross multiple IS
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network commands. Conexus delivered integrated asset tracking that supports the PMI program with ability to efficiently identify the current location and status of all of the PMI Medical AeroVac assets. The system also provides historical information that helps AMC predict and set level inventories to better allocate assets anticipated patient care.
The pre-deployment phase of this contract required Conexus to purchase and configure 90 PMI ATS Deployment Kits. These kits included a Plexus Capture Workstation (laptop) that was configured with the Plexus standalone software, a mobile RFID scanner, a set of fixed RFID choke points and 23,000 replacement RFID tags. The new RFID tags designed and matched to existing PMI assets ECN and subsystem barcodes were sent to the corresponding locations to be affixed to the correct PMI assets. This allowed us to immediately begin associating the RFID tagged assets within the newly deployed automated tracking process. RFID antennas and readers were installed at each site to be in proximity to the incoming and outgoing movement of the PMI assets.
To build the new PMI ATS database, we took exports for the old PMI tracking database and matched it with new exported records taken from the PMI DMLSS database. This excel file was used along with our Plexus import tool to setup the initial 23,000 asset records in the system.
Conexus then scheduled travel to each site to deliver components, install the RFID choke points, connect the laptops to the local domain and connect the RFID choke point to the local LAN. As part of this contract we have needed to navigate the complex issues that arise from a cross-command network connectivity. Each of the PC workstations had to be configured in accordance to our Air Force ATO/ATC. This included installing the hardware with the Air Force’s Standard Disk Configuration (SDC) and negotiating the variables of having it joined to each local network domain. This experience demonstrates our ability to navigate the IA requirements and effectively communicate LAN /WLAN and NIPRNet connectivity.
After the installation at each location, we tested to verify tag capture and to make sure the system software was functioning and connecting with the central database at Scott. We then helped establish unique user accounts and trained the appropriate users by their designated access level (full administrator, maintenance user, and general user).
The requirements of this contract included full Air Force ATO and ATC accreditation. It also requires that Conexus currently receive weekly Vulnerable Management System (VMS) postings and that we test any applicable Information Assurance Vulnerability Assessment findings (IAVA testing).
Equipment Provided: Conexus provided, configured and deployed 1 set of central servers, 6 Plexus Master workstation clients (PC), 84 Capture Workstation standalone clients, 160 fixed RFID choke points and 90 mobile handheld scanners at 90 individual PMI locations. Conexus implemented its Plexus advanced asset tracking system for the BAMC Healthcare Network to utilize standard 802.11 b/g wireless network technology to accurately locate and manage assets. The system tracks over 57,000 assets, including, serialized medical equipment and IT assets. DMLSS barcode labels are used to track certain assets, including those unlikely to be moved, however many of these barcode labels are being supplemented with WiFi active tags. Hardware provided includes an application server, which hosts the internal-facing Plexus web application, Conexus embedded positioning, and the services for processing Wi-Fi and barcode data into Plexus tracking records. A database server was installed to host the Plexus SQL database and the Plexus server administration tool. The Gold Disk and Retina processes were supported by Conexus. Additional hardware provided includes five mobile scanners and four personal computers (PC) connected through a Citrix virtual gateway. Installed software includes Plexus Centralized Server, Plexus Administrator, Plexus Web, and Plexus Mobile Reader.
During the installation we worked with the BAMC staff to review the facilities organization, operational flow, network access, data connectivity, IA issues, and business process by department. We utilized current facility maps to define initial lists of locations, sub locations and status designations. Facilities floor maps were converted into a JPG format and divided into locations by departments and room numbers. To the maximum extent practicable, ordering activities shall consider establishing incentives where performance is critical to the ordering activity’s mission and incentives are likely to motivate the contractor.  Incentives shall be based on objectively measurable tasks. 
3. ORDER 
a.  Agencies may use written orders, EDI orders, blanket purchase agreements, individual purchase orders, or task orders for ordering services under this contract. Blanket Purchase
Agreements shall not extend beyond the end of the contract period; all services and delivery shall be made and the contract terms and conditions shall continue in effect until the completion of the order. Orders for tasks which extend beyond the fiscal year for which funds are available shall include FAR 52.232-19 (Deviation – May 2003) Availability of Funds for the Next Fiscal Year. The purchase order shall specify the availability of funds and the period for which funds are available. 
b.  All task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of the contract. In the event of conflict between a task order and the contract, the contract will take precedence. 
4. PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES 
a.  The Contractor shall commence performance of services on the date agreed to by the Contractor and the ordering activity. 
b.  The Contractor agrees to render services only during normal working hours, unless otherwise agreed to by the Contractor and the ordering activity. 
c.  The ordering activity should include the criteria for satisfactory completion for each task in the Statement of Work or Delivery Order. Services shall be completed in a good and workmanlike manner. 
d.  Any Contractor travel required in the performance of IT/IAM Services must comply with the Federal Travel Regulation or Joint Travel Regulations, as applicable, in effect on the date(s) the travel is performed. Established Federal Government per diem rates will apply to all Contractor travel.  Contractors cannot use GSA city pair contracts. 
5. STOP-WORK ORDER (FAR 52.242-15) (AUG 1989) 
a.  The Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order to the Contractor, require the Contractor to stop all, or any part, of the work called for by this contract for a period of 90 days after the order is delivered to the Contractor, and for any further period to which the parties may agree. The order shall be specifically identified as a stop-work order issued under this clause. Upon receipt of the order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the order during the period of work stoppage. Within a period of 90 days after a stop-work is delivered to the Contractor, or within any extension of that period to which the parties shall have agreed, the Contracting Officer shall either- 
(1) Cancel the stop-work order; or 
(2) Terminate the work covered by the order as provided in the Default, or the Termination for Convenience of the Government, clause of this contract. 
b.  If a stop-work order issued under this clause is canceled or the period of the order or any extension thereof expires, the Contractor shall resume work. The Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule or contract price, or both, and the contract shall be modified, in  writing, accordingly, if- 
(1) The stop-work order results in an increase in the time required for, or in the Contractor's cost properly allocable to, the performance of any part of this contract; and
(2) The Contractor asserts its right to the adjustment within 30 days after the end of the period of work stoppage; provided, that, if the Contracting Officer decides the facts justify the action, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon the claim submitted at any time before final payment under this contract. 
c.  If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for the convenience of the Government, the Contracting Officer shall allow reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order in arriving at the termination settlement. 
d.  If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for default, the Contracting Officer shall allow, by equitable adjustment or otherwise, reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order. 
6. INSPECTION OF SERVICES 
In accordance with 552.212-4 CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS–COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 2017) (DEVIATION – FEB 2007)(DEVIATION - FEB 2018) for Firm-Fixed Price orders; or GSAR 552.212-4 CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 2017) (DEVIATION - FEB 2018) (ALTERNATE I - JAN 2017) (DEVIATION - FEB 2007) for Time-and-Materials and Labor-Hour Contracts orders placed under this contract. 

7. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CONTRACTOR
 The Contractor shall comply with all laws, ordinances, and regulations (Federal, State, City, or otherwise) covering work of this character. If the end product of a task order is software, then FAR 52.227-14 (Dec 2007) Rights in Data – General, may apply. 
8. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ORDERING ACTIVITY 
Subject to security regulations, the ordering activity shall permit Contractor access to all facilities necessary to perform the requisite IT/IAM Professional Services. 
9. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 
All IT/IAM Professional Services performed by the Contractor under the terms of this contract shall be as an independent Contractor, and not as an agent or employee of the ordering activity. 
10. ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
 a.  Definitions.
 “Contractor” means the person, firm, unincorporated association, joint venture, partnership, or corporation that is a party to this contract. 
“Contractor and its affiliates” and “Contractor or its affiliates” refers to the Contractor, its chief executives, directors, officers, subsidiaries, affiliates, subcontractors at any tier, and consultants and any joint venture involving the Contractor, any entity into or with which the Contractor subsequently merges or affiliates, or any other successor or assignee of the Contractor. 
An “Organizational conflict of interest” exists when the nature of the work to be performed under a proposed ordering activity contract, without some restriction on ordering activities by the Contractor and its affiliates, may either (i) result in an unfair competitive advantage to the Contractor or its affiliates or (ii) impair the Contractor’s or its affiliates’ objectivity in performing contract work. 
b.  To avoid an organizational or financial conflict of interest and to avoid prejudicing the best interests of the ordering activity, ordering activities may place restrictions on the Contractors, its affiliates, chief executives, directors, subsidiaries and subcontractors at any tier when placing orders against schedule contracts.  Such restrictions shall be consistent with FAR 9.505 and shall be designed to avoid, neutralize, or mitigate organizational conflicts of interest that might otherwise exist in situations related to individual orders placed against the schedule contract.  Examples of situations, which may require restrictions, are provided at FAR 9.508. 
11. INVOICES 
The Contractor, upon completion of the work ordered, shall submit invoices for IT/IAM Professional services.  Progress payments may be authorized by the ordering activity on individual orders if appropriate.  Progress payments shall be based upon completion of defined milestones or interim products.  Invoices shall be submitted monthly for recurring services performed during the preceding month. 
12. PAYMENTS 
For firm-fixed price orders the ordering activity shall pay the Contractor, upon submission of proper invoices or vouchers, the prices stipulated in this contract for service rendered and accepted. Progress payments shall be made only when authorized by the order. For time-andmaterials orders, the Payments under Time-and-Materials and Labor-Hour Contracts at FAR 52.212-4 (MAR 2009) (ALTERNATE I – OCT 2008) (DEVIATION I – FEB 2007) applies to time-and-materials orders placed under this contract. For labor-hour orders, the Payment under Time-and-Materials and Labor-Hour Contracts at FAR 52.212-4 (MAR 2009) (ALTERNATE I – OCT 2008) (DEVIATION I – FEB 2007) applies to labor-hour orders placed under this contract. 52.216-31(Feb 2007) Time-and Materials/Labor-Hour Proposal Requirements— Commercial Item Acquisition. As prescribed in 16.601(e)(3), insert the following provision: 
a.  The Government contemplates award of a Time-and-Materials or Labor-Hour type of contract resulting from this solicitation. 
b.  The offeror must specify fixed hourly rates in its offer that include wages, overhead, general and administrative expenses, and profit. The offeror must specify whether the fixed hourly rate for each labor category applies to labor performed by— 
(1) The offeror; 
(2) Subcontractors; and/or 
(3) Divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the offeror under a common control. 
13. RESUMES 
Resumes shall be provided to the GSA Contracting Officer or the user ordering activity upon request.
14. INCIDENTAL SUPPORT COSTS 
Incidental support costs are available outside the scope of this contract. The costs will be negotiated separately with the ordering activity in accordance with the guidelines set forth in the FAR. 
15. APPROVAL OF SUBCONTRACTS 
The ordering activity may require that the Contractor receive, from the ordering activity's Contracting Officer, written consent before placing any subcontract for furnishing any of the work called for in a task order. 
16. DESCRIPTION OF IT/IAM PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AND PRICING 
a.  The Contractor shall provide a description of each type of IT/IAM Service offered under Special Item Numbers 54151S IT/IAM Professional Services should be presented in the same manner as the Contractor sells to its commercial and other ordering activity customers.
