a. The Contractor shall honor orders for periods for the duration of the contract period or a lessor period of time.

b. Term licenses and/or maintenance may be discontinued by the ordering activity on thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor. 

c. Annual Funding.  When annually appropriated funds are cited on an order for term licenses and/or maintenance, the period of the term licenses and/or maintenance shall automatically expire on September 30 of the contract period, or at the end of the contract period, whichever occurs first. UTILIZATION LIMITATIONS   (SIN 132 32, SIN 132 33, AND SIN 132 34)

a. Software acquisition is limited to commercial computer software defined in FAR Part 2.101.


b. When acquired by the ordering activity, commercial computer software and related documentation so legend shall be subject to the following: 

(1) Title to and ownership of the software and documentation shall remain with the Contractor, unless otherwise specified.


(2) Software licenses are by site and by ordering activity.  An ordering activity is defined as a cabinet level or independent ordering activity. Third parties do not include prime Contractors, subcontractors and agents of the ordering activity who have the    ordering activity's permission to use the licensed software and documentation at the facility, and who have agreed to use the licensed software and documentation only in accordance with these restrictions.  This provision does not limit the right of the ordering activity to use software, documentation, or information therein, which the ordering activity may already have or obtains without restrictions.

(4) The ordering activity shall have the right to use the computer software and documentation with the computer for which it is acquired at any other facility to which that computer may be transferred, or in cases of Disaster Recovery, the ordering activity has the right to transfer the software to another site if the ordering activity site for which it is acquired is deemed to be unsafe for ordering activity personnel; to use the computer software and documentation with a backup computer when the primary computer is inoperative; to copy computer programs for safekeeping (archives) or backup purposes; to transfer a copy of the software to another site for purposes of benchmarking new hardware and/or software; and to modify the software and documentation or combine it with other software, provided that the unmodified portions shall remain subject to these restrictions.

SOFTWARE CONVERSIONS   (SIN 132 32 AND SIN 132 33)

Full monetary credit will be allowed to the ordering activity when conversion from one version of the software to another is made as the result of a change in operating system, or from one computer system to another. ORDER
