In the sense that someone would rent a car for a day or a week and lease it for one or more years, the intent of this Schedule pricelist is to provide for the rental of Information Technology products for brief periods of time for purposes such as disaster recovery, trade shows, short term training support or other short term requirements.  If the ordering activity's requirement is likely to exceed six months, then other means of acquisition such as lease or purchase should be considered.
