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I. COMPANY OVERVIEW

Why iSPINE?  Because the SPINE provides a strong foundation while affording maximum flexibility to achieve desired goals.

II. iSPINE


iSPINE follows the standards established by the Project Management Institute (PMI), the world’s leading professional organization for PMs.  iSPINE recognizes that there is no one size fits all solution whereas published PM methodologies are rigid and do not allow customization or the ability to tailor its practices. Rigid methods are impractical as each project has a different scope, stakeholder, and methodology.  Each project should be managed as a unique endeavor, while following an appropriate level of corporate standardization.  As a result, integrateIT developed iSPINE which integrates industry best practices with lessons learned from integrateIT’s Portfolio Management (PfM) experiences. iSPINE facilitates the management of a project from initiation through completion, with a phased implementation approach as denoted in the diagram below:
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III. PAST PERFORMANCE

integrateIT has demonstrated significant successes in the realm of Portfolio Management and IT Consulting.  integrateIT currently holds 2 Prime contracts and 9 subcontracts within the Government space.  integrateIT has either won or been nominated for various awards based on its performance and expertise.  This recognition from its customers has helped solidify integrateIT as a top-notch Government contracting company that builds lasting relationships. The following sections highlight integrateIT’s greatest accomplishments to date, with each bullet detailing a different customer success.

Software Development and Engineering

· integrateIT has provided enterprise software development services supporting accounting and budgeting directives. integrateIT resources served in a lead development position with responsibilities including coding, system design, testing, and documentation. Working in an agile development environment, integrateIT resources designed and developed several custom J2EE-based workflow applications built on Java, JavaScript, REST, SOAP, JQuery, Spring, Hibernate, and Oracle 11g technology. integrateIT resources built and maintained highly complex solutions across multiple technologies. · integrateIT resources built a state of the art financial system using Java, Hibernate, Spring and other web-based technologies.  This J2EE application eliminates an extensive paper trail, tedious logging, and constant system monitoring that were previously in place. With this system, Customers manage their workflow, receive notifications as needed, generate all necessary forms, and even capture electronic signatures. Throughout this effort, integrateIT resources have maintained a close working relationship with the Customer and have continuously delivered ahead of schedule. In addition to satisfying the requirements, integrateIT resources built a unique architecture for this application that has been adopted by other projects.  As a result, integrateIT resources were awarded the Agency’s Innovation Award from the Customer.
· integrateIT resources have been responsible for the design, development, deployment and maintenance of an in-demand web based software application serving a wide user base. The software application directly ingests critical mission data and makes it available to consumers using multiple technologies while incorporating privacy protections, fail-safes, and safeguards. integrateIT resources followed a structured Agile-Scrum development cycle, with deployments every eight weeks.  integrateIT resources have been responsible for all aspects of software development, including the design of application functionality. integrateIT resources translated business and technical requirements into application features in each major technical area of the software package.  In addition to delivering software functionality, the integrateIT resources are responsible for delivering accompanying documentation. This documentation includes descriptively commented code, user manuals, wikis, and end-user training materials. In cooperation with the user community, integrateIT resources respond to all reported issues with the software, preparing and deploying patches to the application and databases as required. 


Systems Engineering, Requirements Management, and Application Testing

· integrateIT resources provide system engineering, requirements management, and application testing services to a Government customer. These services have supported the overall effort to develop, deliver, and maintain a new and improved database system to replace a decommissioned system. The integrateIT system engineers support nearly 30 developers as well as designers, network specialists, and management staff. The integrateIT resources share responsibilities toward the creation of the new system and the decommissioning of the old application. The new system has more effectively tracked assets, operations, and personnel for the customer. These functional improvements have gained accountability for the user base, which is critically important as that accountability supports the customer’s adherence to a Congressional Mandate. 

integrateIT resources have applied expertise in the areas of quality assurance, integration, business analysis, system administration, records management, and technical documentation. integrateIT resources work in an agile development environment, with regular deployments scheduled every four weeks.  For each deployment, the integrateIT resources are responsible for test design and execution, working directly with the team’s developers to provide a deeper understanding of the scope of all requirements. In an effort to completely rebrand the old application into the new database system, the integrateIT resources are responsible for verifying and validating software functionality in relation to the application’s look and feel, interface, and database features all while maintaining the legacy database until it could be decommissioned. integrateIT resources created, maintained, and executed a vast regression bed of test scenarios in order to fully validate the system’s ability to support the web browsers currently in use within the operating environment. Test scenario creation and execution required the integrateIT resources to thoroughly analyze all business and technical requirements in order to effectively provide code coverage.  integrateIT resources utilized detailed root cause analysis techniques to troubleshoot bugs discovered in software integration points. integrateIT resources prepared and staged test data to be used within multiple test scenarios to improve the timely execution of the regression bed.

integrateIT system engineers completed data and records management activities as they ingested multiple legacy databases from the old application into the new database system. This was planned in order to preserve existing customer data availability without any lapse during decommissioning. This task required the creation of extensive data mapping matrices to support the logic required to ingest the legacy databases containing large volumes of data. The integrateIT resources also created and administered a SharePoint site for the application for several purposes. The site provided an overview of the project and a forward outlook, and also stored documentation including meeting minutes, backlogs, sprint review materials, and steering committee documentation. integrateIT system engineers published news and information about recently deployed enhancements, established an approval process for stakeholders to approve each release, and developed a mechanism to track new features, access FAQ materials, and enabled the submission and processing of access and training requests.


Training Development and Administration

· integrateIT resources principally developed the Government Client’s enterprise portfolio management training curriculum.  This course, which is mandatory for all PMs in the 2000+ resource Organization, included a 120 page classroom guide, introductory slides, and sample reports. The training program centers on effective project management utilizing project templates and business rhythms. The training course instructs PMs how to manage the entire lifecycle of a project from inception thru closeout, while teaching sound project management principles in accordance with iSPINE.
integrateIT resources have trained approximately 3000 PMs since the inception of the course in a classroom setting.  integrateIT resources teach at least one class per month, in addition to ad hoc courses at the request of Customers.  These ad hoc training courses are tailored specifically to the requirements of the customer organization.  integrateIT resources have received exemplary reviews from student surveys, receiving a 96 percent composite approval rating in all surveys received through November 2014. 

Portfolio Management

· integrateIT was awarded a prime contract to provide project management and configuration management expertise at the United States Census Bureau. In collaboration with PMs, the integrateIT team has improved the efficiency of projects by developing enterprise processes and procedures that allow projects to execute more effectively. The integrateIT team has standardized several processes within the organization including a completely revamped Risk Management process. In addition, the integrateIT team is leading a high profile customer endeavor to refresh mobile devices in the field. This is a multi-year effort that will provide users with new mobile devices with overhauled software that will improve the efficiency by which field representatives perform mission capabilities. For this effort, the integrateIT team manages the master schedule, requirements, risks, documentation, and configuration management process.  


· As a Prime Contractor, integrateIT resources are responsible for the implementation of an enterprise portfolio management solution, which resulted in the Organization’s first integrated master schedule that consolidated project information from several disparate databases and included interdependencies with related external programs. integrateIT resources developed policies and procedures for schedule development, to include capturing all pertinent metadata required to develop a critical path. The enterprise portfolio management solution has provided the ability to conduct what-if analysis for new initiatives to ensure that all accepted projects meet the corporate vision and can be conducted with available resources.  This includes identification of resources, expenses, internal and external dependencies, funding, and risk .This implementation was the Agency’s first comprehensive integrated master schedule, and was utilized as the gold standard for other Agency Groups.  integrateIT’s PM responsibilities included the creation and maintenance of the project’s WBS template and master schedules for each software release, the development of predecessors and successors for each project activity, and oversight of all programmatic deliverables.  integrateIT resources utilized an enterprise portfolio management solution to develop project templates and schedules in accordance with the Program’s agile development processes and Earned Value Management (EVM) requirements.  The EVM methodologies, reporting, and procedures were utilized by the Government as a best practice example for EVM.  integrateIT resources utilized project data to create several deliverables that were briefed to Senior Management, including weekly Portfolio Review Board (PRB) slides, Engineering Review Board (ERB) reports, EVM reports, parametric cost estimations, and monthly contractor status reports.   The development of this reporting system provided senior management with weekly input regarding resource allocation and work complete that was critical to their decision making for maintaining alignment with forecasted budgets.  integrateIT resources led the implementation of the Program’s risk register and also ran weekly risk and schedule management meetings with senior management. These meetings ensured that the program was delivering releases and deliverables on time, under budget, and within scope. For areas of concern, mitigation plans were developed to ensure the successful delivery of project releases and deliverables. 

· integrateIT serves in a privileged information role on a major program management office for a program of over 2000 resources. integrateIT staff members led the implementation of an enterprise portfolio management solution within the organization, which was essential to the integration of software with many of the organization’s business applications.
