3) Maintenance does not include repair of or assistance with any problem or bug resulting from: (i)
neglect, misuse, abuse or damage to the Software; (ii) any alteration or modification to the Software not authorized
by the Company; (iii) the failure of Licensee to provide or maintain a suitable installation environment or facilities
for the Software, or (iv) the use of the Software for any purpose other than expressly permitted by this Agreement.
In all such instances, if the Company decides, in its sole discretion, to perform any repair or assistance with respect
to the Software, the Company will charge its then applicable hourly rate for such service and shall notify and bill
Licensee accordingly.

4) Licensee shall designate a person in its organization to receive the updates and to otherwise
communicate with the Company.

5) The Company shall have no obligation to provide any maintenance services for a program that is part of
the Software in the event Licensee has not installed the latest version of that program within two (2) years after it
has become available to Licensee or generally available to business users, whichever occurs first.

b. Invoices for maintenance service shall be submitted by the Contractor on a quarterly or monthly basis,
after the completion of such period. Maintenance charges must be paid in arrears (31 U.S.C. 3324). PROMPT
PAYMENT DISCOUNT, IF APPLICABLE, SHALL BE SHOWN ON THE INVOICE.

5. PERIODS OF MAINTENANCE (132-34)

a. The Contractor shall honor orders for periods for the duration of the contract period or a lessor period of
time.

b. Maintenance may be discontinued by the ordering activity on thirty (30) calendar days written notice to

the Contractor.

c. Annual Funding. When annually appropriated funds are cited on an order for maintenance, the period
of the maintenance shall automatically expire on September 30 of the contract period, or at the end of the
contract period, whichever occurs first. Renewal of the maintenance orders citing the new appropriation shall be
required, if the term maintenance is to be continued during any remainder of the contract period.

d. Cross-Year Funding Within Contract Period. Where an ordering activity’s specific appropriation
authority provides for funds in excess of a 12 month (fiscal year) period, the ordering activity may place an order
under this schedule contract for a period up to the expiration of the contract period, notwithstanding the
intervening fiscal years.

b. The Contractor agrees to provide updates and maintenance service for the software after a perpetual
license has accrued, at the prices and terms of Special Item Number 132-34, if the licensee elects to order such
services. Title to the software shall remain with the Contractor.

8. UTILIZATION LIMITATIONS - (132-32, 132-33, AND 132-34)
a. Software acquisition is limited to commercial computer software defined in FAR Part 2.101.
b. When acquired by the ordering activity, commercial computer software and related documentation so

legend shall be subject to the following:

(1) Title to and ownership of the software and documentation shall remain with the Contractor,
unless otherwise specified.

2) Software licenses are by site and by ordering activity. An ordering activity is defined as a
cabinet level or independent ordering activity. The software may be used by any subdivision of the
ordering activity (service, bureau, division, command, etc.) that has access to the site the software is
placed at, even if the subdivision did not participate in the acquisition of the software.

For purposes of this section, all such permitted third parties
shall be deemed agents of the user ordering activity.

3) Except as is provided in paragraph 8.b(2) above, the ordering activity shall not provide or
otherwise make available the software or documentation, or any portion thereof, in any form, to any
third party without the prior written approval of the Contractor. Third parties do not include prime
Contractors, subcontractors and agents of the ordering activity who have the ordering activity's
permission to use the licensed software and documentation at the facility, and who have agreed to use
the licensed software and documentation only in accordance with these restrictions. This provision does
not limit the right of the ordering activity to use software, documentation, or information therein, which
the ordering activity may already have or obtains without restrictions.

4) The ordering activity shall have the right to use the computer software and documentation with
the computer for which it is acquired at any other facility to which that computer may be transferred, or
in cases of disaster recovery, the ordering activity has the right to transfer the software to another site if
the ordering activity site for which it is acquired is deemed to be unsafe for ordering activity personnel;
to use the computer software and documentation with a backup computer when the primary computer is
inoperative; to copy computer programs for safekeeping (archives) or backup purposes; to transfer a
copy of the software to another site for purposes of benchmarking new hardware and/or software; and to
modify the software and documentation or combine it with other software, provided that the unmodified
portions shall remain subject to these restrictions.

5) "Commercial Computer Software" may be marked with the Contractor's standard commercial restricted
rights legend, but the schedule contract and schedule pricelist, including this clause, "Utilization Limitations" are
the only governing terms and conditions, and shall take precedence and supersede any different or additional
terms and conditions included in the standard commercial legend.
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9. SOFTWARE CONVERSIONS - (132-32 AND 132-33)

Full monetary credit will be allowed to the ordering activity when conversion from one version of the software to
another is made as the result of a change in operating system , or from one computer system to another. Under a
perpetual license (132-33), the purchase price of the new software shall be reduced by the amount that was paid
to purchase the earlier version.

1. SCOPE

In the event
of an inconsistency between the provisions of this BPA and the Contractor’s invoice, the provisions of this BPA
will take precedence.
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BASIC GUIDELINES FOR USING
“CONTRACTOR TEAM ARRANGEMENTS”

Federal Supply Schedule Contractors may use “Contractor Team Arrangements” (see FAR 9.6) to provide
solutions when responding to a ordering activity requirements.

These Team Arrangements can be included under a Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA). BPAs are permitted
under all Federal Supply Schedule contracts.

Orders under a Team Arrangement are subject to terms and conditions or the Federal Supply Schedule Contract.
Participation in a Team Arrangement is limited to Federal Supply Schedule Contractors.
Customers should refer to FAR 9.6 for specific details on Team Arrangements.

Here is a general outline on how it works:

. The customer identifies their requirements.
° Federal Supply Schedule Contractors may individually meet the customers needs, or -
° Federal Supply Schedule Contractors may individually submit a Schedules “Team Solution” to

meet the customer’s requirement.

. Customers make a best value selection.
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
