BLANKET PURCHASE AGREEMENTS (BPAs)

Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 13.303-1(a) defines Blanket Purchase Agreements (BPAs) as “…a simplified method of filling anticipated repetitive needs for supplies or services by establishing ‘charge accounts’ with qualified sources of supply.”  The use of Blanket Purchase Agreements under the Federal Supply Schedule Program is authorized in accordance with FAR 13.303-2(c)(3), which reads, in part, as follows:  

“BPAs may be established with Federal Supply Schedule Contractors, if not inconsistent with the terms of the applicable schedule contract.”

Federal Supply Schedule contracts contain BPA provisions to enable schedule users to maximize their administrative and purchasing savings.  This feature permits schedule users to set up “accounts” with Schedule Contractors to fill recurring requirements.  These accounts establish a period for the BPA and generally address issues such as the frequency of ordering and invoicing, authorized callers, discounts, delivery locations and times.  Agencies may qualify for the best quantity/volume discounts available under the contract, based on the potential volume of business that may be generated through such an agreement, regardless of the size of the individual orders.  In addition, agencies may be able to secure a discount higher than that available in the contract based on the aggregate volume of business possible under a BPA.  Finally, Contractors may be open to a progressive type of discounting where the discount would increase once the sales accumulated under the BPA reach certain prescribed levels.  Use of a BPA may be particularly useful with the new Maximum Order feature. b.
The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.

c.
Limitation of Liability.  Except as otherwise provided by an express or implied warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the ordering activity for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items.

7.
PURCHASE PRICE FOR ORDERED EQUIPMENT

The purchase price that the ordering activity will be charged will be the ordering activity purchase price in effect at the time of order placement, or the ordering activity purchase price in effect on the installation date (or delivery date when installation is not applicable), whichever is less.

8.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CONTRACTOR

The Contractor shall comply with all laws, ordinances, and regulations (Federal, State, City or otherwise) covering work of this character, and shall include all costs, if any, of such compliance in the prices quoted in this offer.

The order shall be specifically identified as a stop-work order issued under this clause. PRICE RATE SCHEDULE

Pricing is based on the number of bytes transmitted per Subscriber Communicator (SC) per month (see Table above).  This matrix explains what message traffic is included in the various message unit levels.  For example, the Message Unit level of 30 allows you to transmit 30 six byte reports/commands; or 12 messages containing between 7 and 33 bytes; or 9 messages containing between 34 and 70 bytes; or 7 messages containing between 71 and 107 bytes.  You can send longer messages (up to 1500 bytes per message).  The pricing for this level of effort would have to be manually calculated, since they are not covered in the published rates

The matrix in the table above translates the message units per SC per month into a Price Plan Code (P1 through P14).  The Price Plan Code corresponds with the same code listed in the Electronic Services Price List below. Also, there are price breaks for larger quantities of activated SCs as described in the Electronic Services Price List.

BILLING
Billing will normally be on a monthly basis, however, a message billing cycle of 3 months will be used for computing the Usage Level Pricing.  The following example using Price Plan Code P7 will be used to explain how billing is calculated.  

For this example, P7 Price Plan Code (see Electronic Services Price List) will apply for the first three months of the contract.  The first months’ bill will include message billing ($10.48 times the number of SCs activated), SC activation fees ($35.03 times the number of SCs activated) and the monthly Account / Help Desk charge ($3.53 times the number of SCs activated).  The activation fee is a one time charge and will not appear again.  The Account / Help Desk charge will continue to appear on each monthly bill (# of SCs times $3.53).  Message billing for the first three months will be computed at $10.48 per SC.  

At the end of the third month, the actual total number of message units that were used during each of the first three months will be divided by the number of active SCs during the same period to establish an average number of message units used per SC per month. The resulting monthly averages will be added together and divided by three to establish an average monthly message unit level per SC for the three-month period.  This message unit level will be applied to the rate chart and the corresponding rate will be charged for the next three months.  This scenario is repeated every three months for the life of the contract.

NOTE:   If the number of message units exceeds the number in the rate chart Price Plan Code P14, billing will be computed using the rate of the last category PXX.  

ADMINISTRATIVE FEE EXPLANATION

Activation Fee (First GCC):  This is the charge for activation on a single Gateway.

Activation Fee (Additional GCCs): This is the charge levied for activation on multiple Gateways.  For example, a unit was required to be activated in the US, Europe, South America and Korea.  The charge would be $35.03 for the US Gateway (First GCC), $11.68 for Europe, $11.68 for South America and $11.68 for Korea, for a total Activation Fee of  $70.07.

Suspension Fee:  If a unit will not be used for an extended period of time, it may be put in suspension.  This keeps the unit activated on the Orbcomm system, and gives the flexibility of quickly bringing it back on line without having to go through the activation process.  There is an initial charge of $17.51 per suspended SC and then a monthly retention fee of $1.17 plus the Account Management /Help Desk fee of $3.53 per SC.  There is no fee charged for bringing the unit out of suspension.  There may be other alternatives that are less expensive.

Swapout:  If an active unit fails, a new unit may be substituted (assumes the failed unit’s identity except for Serial Number) at a cost considerably less than activating an entirely new unit.

Provisioning Changes:  Provisioning changes encompass such things as Speed Dial changes, Surname changes, Price Plan (Client initiated) changes, etc.  The fee will be charged per unit involved in the changes requested.

Provision Optional SC Features:  This is reserved for future use; none are offered by Orbcomm at the present time.

Internet Protocol Gateway Provisioning:  This is the charge for Orbcomm to set up an IP Gateway connection for the customer.

Account Management / Help Desk:  This is the monthly labor charge for managing the account and assisting the client in solving problems, locating suppliers, general advice, etc.  This provides unlimited access to the Help Desk.  It is calculated on a per unit basis.
