The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming software at no increase in contract
price. The Government must exercise its post acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the
defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the
condition of the software, unless the change is due to the defect in the software.

2. GUARANTEE/WARRANTY
a. Unless specified otherwise in this contract, the Contractor’s standard commercial
guarantee/warranty as stated in the contract’s commercial pricelist will apply to this contract.

Contractor offers a 30 day right of return on all software products. This right must be exercised
within 30 days from the date of delivery

b. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit
for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.

c. Limitation of Liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express or implied warranty, the
Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any
defect or deficiencies in accepted items.

The Government shall have the right to use the computer software and documentation with
the computer for which it is acquired at any other facility to which that computer may be
transferred, or in cases of disaster recovery, the Government has the right to transfer the
software to another site if the Government site for which it is acquired is deemed to be unsafe
for Government personnel; to use the computer software and documentation with a backup
