15.     Warranty Provisions: 
Commercial Return Goods Policy

If a shipping error occurs, due to Contractor error, the Contractor will pay the freight both ways for return/ exchange of goods.  If an ordering facility error occurs, the ordering facility will pay the return freight/brokerage with a 10% restocking fee.  Please call Evacusled customer service department for a return authorization number (RA#) and/or Technical Support.  You must obtain a Return Authorization Number prior to returning any merchandise.  Return policy is in effect 15 days from receipt of shipment.

STANDARD COMMERCIAL WARRANTY – Evacusled Models ESA and ESAP

The warranty provided herein (the “Warranty”) is a limited warranty which gives you specific legal rights.  You may have other rights which may vary from one jurisdiction to another.  Some jurisdictions may not allow the exclusion or limitation of certain damages, or the limitation of the duration of implied warranties or who is eligible for coverage.

The Warranty provided herein is the only express warranty made by Evacusled Inc. (“Evacusled”) applicable to this Evacusled Product (the “Product”).  Evacusled shall not be liable for commercial loss, special or consequential damages resulting from breach of this written Warranty, or for any implied warranty or condition.

Evacusled warrants to the original purchaser of the Product that the Product shall be free from defects in material, workmanship and operation under normal usage, for the duration of the Warranty Period (as specified herein).

Evacusled’s Obligation Under the Warranty:

Evacusled’s sole and exclusive obligation under the Warranty shall be to replace or repair, at Evacusled’s election, the Product within the Warranty Period at no additional cost to the purchaser excluding all shipping costs in relation thereto, or to reimbursement of the price paid to Evacusled for the defective Products. . The Warranty provided herein does not cover incidental or consequential damages such as loss of use of the Product, loss of time, inconvenience, loss of or damage to personal property, commercial loss or loss of income, etc. The provision of any warranty does not apply to any Products that have been used for a purpose for which they were not designed, have been altered in any manner, used in any way as to adversely affect their performance and reliability, or have been subject to misuse, abuse, neglect, alteration, accident, repair, operation outside the environmental specifications for the Products, improper installation, improper handling during or after shipment, improper testing or the like after shipment, or for any other cause not attributable to defects of material or workmanship on the part of Evacusled.
Warranty Period:

The Warranty Period for the Product shall be thirty (30) days from the date of shipment and  may not be extended without the prior written consent of Evacusled, which consent may be withheld in Evacusled’s sole discretion.

In the event that this Product is replaced by Evacusled during the Warranty Period, the Warranty Period for the replacement product shall commence as of the date of delivery of the replacement product.

Conditions and Restrictions:

The Product is intended for use one time only during an emergency evacuation, which is the only intended purpose of the Product.  It is not intended to be used on multiple occasions nor is it intended for use during training purposes or for mock evacuations or for routine patient transfer.  The Warranty does not extend to damages caused by multiple and/or improper usage of the Product by the purchaser including [negligent/improper/unauthorized] assembly or installation of the Product by [the purchaser]. 

In the event that the Product is used for its intended purpose only, during the Warranty Period, the purchaser may promptly advise Evacusled or the authorized distributor of Evacusled of such usage in writing within ten (10) days thereof with a view towards providing Evacusled with a reasonable opportunity to determine whether the Warranty may continue to apply to the Product for the remainder of the Warranty Period notwithstanding such use.  In such circumstances, an officer of Evacusled or the authorized distributor will examine the Product to verify that there is no damage to the Product that would prevent the Warranty from continuing to apply for the remainder of the Warranty Period.  Provided that there is no such damage, Evacusled or the authorized distributor, as the case may be, shall confirm in writing that the Warranty shall continue to apply with respect to the examined Product for the remainder of the Warranty Period.  No such extension of the Warranty for the remainder of the Warranty Period shall be binding on Evacusled unless evidenced in writing by an authorized signing officer of Evacusled or an authorized distributor of Evacusled.

Warranty service must be performed by an authorized distributor of Evacusled in order for this Warranty to apply.

All returns arising out of this Warranty must be pre-authorized in writing by Evacusled or the authorized distributor, as the case may be.  Proof of purchase is necessary to claim protection under the Warranty provided for herein.

What is Not Covered by this Warranty:

The Warranty provided herein does not cover repairs required from misuse of, modifications or alterations to or accidents which cause damage to the Product.  The Warranty does not cover fading or deterioration caused by exposure to the elements, or repairs required due to airborne fallout, acid rain, chemicals, tree sap, insects, bird droppings, salt, sand, gravel, hail, windstorms, lightning, floods or any other event of nature.  The Warranty does not cover any normal maintenance services required for the Product as specified by Evacusled or any damage caused by lack of maintenance or modifications.  The Warranty does not cover any Product whose tamper seal has been broken (except in the specific circumstances contemplated herein where, following the initial use of the Product, the purchaser has obtained written confirmation from Evacusled or the authorized distributor, as the case may be, of the continued application of the Warranty for the remainder of the Warranty Period).

Disclaimer:

To the greatest extent permissible by applicable law, the limited warranties contained in this section are exclusive warranties and are in lieu of all other warranties, conditions, representations, undertakings or terms of any kind, express or implied, written or oral, arising by statute, operation of law, course of dealing, usage of trade or otherwise including, but not limited to, warranties or conditions of merchantability, merchantable quality, against infringement, fitness for a particular purpose, satisfactory quality, title, and/or lack of workmanlike effort.  Evacusled does not warrant that the products will be error free or that their operation will be uninterrupted. No seller agent, representative, or dealer is authorized to modify, extend or add to this warranty on behalf of seller. Buyer shall not make any representations, conditions or warranties of any kind whatsoever relating to the products or to seller.

To the greatest extent permitted by applicable law, buyer acknowledges and agrees that third party products are made available to buyer by Evacusled strictly “as is”, without warranty, condition or term of any kind, either express or implied, arising by statute, operation of law, course of dealing, usage of trade or otherwise, including, without limitation, warranties or conditions of merchantability, merchantable quality, against infringement, fitness for a particular purpose, satisfactory quality, title and/or lack of workmanlike effort. Buyer shall be entitled to all warranties provided directly by the manufacturer of such third party products to end users. Buyer shall pursue all claims related to third party products with the applicable manufacturer and does hereby irrevocably release seller from any such claims. 
Authorization and Consent:

(a) The Government authorizes and consents to all use and manufacture, in performing this contract or any subcontract at any tier, of any invention described in and covered by a United States patent— 

(1) Embodied in the structure or composition of any article the delivery of which is accepted by the Government under this contract; or 

(2) Used in machinery, tools, or methods whose use necessarily results from compliance by the Contractor or a subcontractor with (i) specifications or written provisions forming a part of this contract or (ii) specific written instructions given by the Contracting Officer directing the manner of performance. the entire liability to the Government for infringement of a United States patent shall be determined solely by the provisions of the indemnity clause, if any, included in this contract or any subcontract hereunder (including any lower-tier subcontract), and the Government assumes liability for all other infringement to the extent of the authorization and consent hereinabove granted. 

(b) The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (b), in all subcontracts that are expected to exceed the simplified acquisition threshold. However, omission of this clause from any subcontract, including those at or below the simplified acquisition threshold, does not affect this authorization and consent. 

Notice and Assistance: 

(a) The Contractor shall report to the Contracting Officer, promptly and in reasonable written detail, each notice or claim of patent or copyright infringement based on the performance of this contract of which the Contractor has knowledge. 

(b) In the event of any claim or suit against the Government on account of any alleged patent or copyright infringement arising out of the performance of this contract or out of the use of any supplies furnished or work or services performed under this contract, the Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when requested by the Contracting Officer, all evidence and information in the Contractor’s possession pertaining to such claim or suit. Such evidence and information shall be furnished at the expense of the Government except where the Contractor has agreed to indemnify the Government. 

(c) The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (c), in all subcontracts that are expected to exceed the simplified acquisition threshold.
16.       Price Reduction Clause (522.238-76):  All US commercial customers are the    identified tracking customers.  During the course of this contract, for any sales under the Maximum Order, the Government price relationship as shown on attachment one entitled “Evacusled Price Discount Relationship” shall be maintained.

If the identified tracking customer’s contract/agreement has been cancelled, terminated has expired, or the tracking customs has merged with another group, the Contracting Officer shall be notified within 10 calendar days after the event occurs, and if possible, before the event occurs.
