Education/Licensure:  Valid, unrestricted Medical Doctor (M.D.) or Doctor of Osteopathy (D.O.) licensure. All Foreign Medical Graduates will possess an ECFMG certificate. Residency trained in Internal Medicine. Typically physicians are Board Certified in Internal Medicine and possess current clinical hours in Hospital and/or Critical Care medicine. Additional fellowships in a cardiology subspecialty and in education or research may also be taken. Typically physicians are Board Certified in Cardiology and possess current clinical hours in hospital and/or outpatient settings.

Education/Licensure:  Valid, unrestricted Medical Doctor (M.D.) or Doctor of Osteopathy (D.O.) licensure. All Foreign Medical Graduates will possess an ECFMG certificate. Physicians enter a radiology residency-training program. Fellowships in a radiology subspecialty and in education or research may also be taken for an additional year. Typically physicians are Board Certified in Radiology and possess current clinical hours in hospital and/or outpatient settings.
